Categories are: Design: Creativity, care in presentation & construction; Spirit: Participants enthusiasm & crowd
involvement; General Appearance: Overall quality and appeal .

4. The winning floats will be announced from the Courthouse Gazebo following the completion of the parade.

5. There will be no parking permitted in any of the line-up areas.
