The Sorrowful Mysteries

Leader:

Hail! Queen of the Most Holy Rosary, my Mother Mary, hail!

At your feet | humbly pray and offer you a crown of blood-red roses,
in remembrance of the passion of your divine Son. Each ten bound
together, recalling to you a sorrowful mystery, with my petition for

a particular grace:

We ask our Lord to renew and abundantly bless our parish, especially in this
sacred time of our Triple Jubilee. May His merciful blessing overflow into
the lives of all people—throughout the Church and across the world.

Let us also pray for our personal intentions . Say this quietly in your heart.

Leader:

In the 27 days of petition pray: (Aug 15- Sept 10)

O Holy Queen, / dispenser of God’s graces / and mother of all who invoke your
holy name. / Do not look upon my gift and fail to see its binding / As you graciously
receive my gift, / | humbly implore you to receive my petition; / from your bounty |
rest assured / that you will grant me the favor | so trustingly seek.

Opening Rosary Prayers:
