We ask our Lord to renew and abundantly bless St Antoninus Church, 
especially in this sacred time of our Triple Jubilee.  May His merciful 
blessing overflow into the lives of all people—throughout the Church and 
across the world.

 O Holy Queen, / dispenser of God’s graces / and mother of all who invoke your 
holy name. / Do not look upon my gift and fail to see its binding / As you graciously 
receive my gift, / I humbly implore you to receive my petition; / from your bounty I 
rest assured / that you will grant me the favor I so trustingly seek.

and sorrowful, / O mother of the Word Incarnate, / despise not our petitions, / but 
in Your mercy, hear and answer us. / Amen 
 
Leader: 
St. Michael the Archangel. 
Saint Michael the Archangel, / defend us in battle; / be our protection against the 
wickedness and snares of the devil. / May God rebuke him, / we humbly pray; / 
and do Thou, / O Prince of the Heavenly Host, / by the power of God, / cast into 
hell Satan / and all the evil spirits / who prowl about the world / seeking the ruin of 
souls. Amen.
