Summer Youth Employment Program (SYEP) is a program that
provides New York youth between the ages of 14-24 with paid
summer employment for up to six weeks throughout July and August.
Participants work in entry-level jobs in a variety of industries. SYEP
provides workshops on job readiness, career exploration, financial
literacy, and opportunities to continue education and social growth.

Youth are divided into 2 groups: Younger Youth and Older Youth
e Younger Youth (14-15 yo) learn about career opportunities &
make a difference in their communities through paid project-

based learning classes

e Older Youth (16-24 yo) improve their work readiness skills &
explore career pathways through summer paid jobs in a variety of
industries located all throughout NYC
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WHO CAN APPLY? HOW CAN YOU APPLY?

SYEP is open to NYC youth who meet the following
requirements:
e Must reside within the five boroughs of New York City
e Be legally allowed to work in the United States
* Be ages 14-24 before the beginning of program in
the summer
Online and paper applications will be available to you
February 13. Complete applications must be submitted
before the application deadline to the Provider of your
choice: ACDP.
DYCD will conduct multiple lotteries to select participants
to the program. If you are selected, you will be contacted

by email and text.
