Dear Parents, 

A recent letter from my office requires a clarification on the policy that was shared.  The policy 

should have stated: 

Effective March 2, 2020… 

All students and personnel returning from international travel to a country identified by the CDC as 

a Level 3 Health Risk are required to get written medical clearance from their physician before 

returning to school.  The written letter of clearance should indicate that no symptoms of infection 

by the Coronavirus are present and that they (or their parent) have been informed of possible 

symptoms that could present themselves.
