USS Midway Institute for Teachers

The USS Midway Institute for Teachers is a collaboration and partnership between the USS Midway Museum and other institutions, and features faculty speakers from such prominent universities as the University of California, San Diego, George Washington University, and Columbia University, among others. The seminar programs are uniquely held aboard the iconic Cold War and Vietnam War aircraft carrier USS Midway. The programs are specifically designed for teachers of history and social studies to learn about the Cold War, the wars in Korea and Vietnam, and World War II in the Pacific, and to incorporate that knowledge, including a variety of perspectives, into their classroom lessons. Participants receive a stipend, meals, books and other teaching resources, as well as travel support. Deadline: March 8, 2020.
Fort Ticonderoga Teacher Institute

Grammy Music Educator Award

The GRAMMY Music Educator Award was created to shine a spotlight on the excellent and impactful work being done by thousands of music teachers across the US. In order to be eligible, teachers must teach music full-time in public or private schools, kindergarten through college. Teachers must not be planning to retire at the end of the current school year. Teachers in after-school, private studios, or other educational settings are not available. Teachers may self nominate or be nominated by school administrators, students, parents, the general public, or recording academy members. Nominations must be submitted online. The winner will receive a $10,000 grant. Deadline: March 15, 2020.
ILA Nila Banton Smith Teacher as Researcher Grant

This $5,000 award supports teachers who show outstanding leadership in translating theory and current research into practice in developing content area literacy. All applicants must be members of the International Literacy Association (ILA) and practicing Pre-K–12 teachers with full time or permanent half time teaching responsibilities. This includes librarians, Title I teachers, classroom teachers, literacy coaches, and resource teachers, but classroom teachers will be given preference. Applicants may apply as a collaborative group or individually. Applicants may apply for more than one ILA research grant but may only accept one research award per year. Deadline: March 15, 2020.

National History Teacher of the Year Award

The nominated teacher must have at least three years of classroom teaching experience and must be planning to teach for at least one year following the award year. Past state and national winners are not eligible, and self-nominations are not accepted. Nominators may be students, parents, colleagues, principals, or other administrators familiar with the teacher’s work. Nominations must be submitted online. The national winner is awarded $10,000. State winners are awarded $1,000. Nomination deadline: March 31, 2020.
Oregon-California Trails Association (OCTA) Outstanding Educator Award
