Sunday Mornings at St. Elisabeth’s

You are most welcome to join us on a regular Sunday morning. Our
community gathers each Sunday at 8:00 am for a spoken, traditional language
service. Our 10:00 am sung service is led by the St. Elisabeth’s Choir and
includes contemporary language. Following the 10:00 am service, we enjoy a
cup of coffee or tea as the children join their teachers for Sunday School and
the adults meet in the Guild Room to discuss the day’s lessons, sermon, or
whatever else is on folks” minds.

Music at St. Elisabeth’s

Music has the power to affect and to change us, and it is a foundational part of
our ministry at St. Elisabeth’s Church. It is a universal act of prayer through
which we can find deeper meaning in our spiritual practice, and greater
connection in our community. Our choir meets on Thursday evenings at 7:30
p.m. for rehearsal

Adult Formation

We have several opportunities for Adult Formation. In addition to the Adult
Forum on Sunday mornings, our Bible Study meets on Thursday afternoons at
1:30 p.m. They are currently studying the letters of Paul. Our monthly book
group reads and discusses selections from the Great Conversations series.

Pastoral Care & Support

Our parish clergy are always available for spiritual conversation or pastoral
support, providing a companion on the way: who will share with you in times
of joy and sorrow; who can help you discern God’s will for you; who will pray
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with you and seek Christ with you; who will support your practice of the faith,
your prayer, your life in Jesus.

Children and Family Ministries

Children of all ages are welcome at St. Elisabeth’s, and invited as full
participants in our worship and programs. Sunday School for children is
offered every Sunday after the 10:00 a.m. service, and young people of all ages
are invited to participate. Once a month we gather on Sunday evening at

4:30 p.m. for Sunday Supper and Family Worship. Other activities for families
are planned throughout the year.

Community Engagement & Outreach

We are keenly aware of our responsibility to serve others in Christ’s name. We
partner with the Interfaith Action Soup Kitchen in Evanston to provide meals
to those in need, and we partner with St. Augustine’s, Wilmette and North
Shore United Methodist Church, Glencoe, to offer Family Promise, a program
helping homeless families with children, in our community. We provide
ongoing support to agencies in our area including the New Trier Township
Food Pantry, Revive Center for Housing & Healing, and Episcopal Charities, in
addition to a quarterly Outreach project focusing on a particular agency. This
tall we supported The Grace Network as well as a local immigrant family.

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Christmas

For the church, Christmas is a time to celebrate the birth of Jesus in
Bethlehem. We celebrate this birth not because Jesus was simply a “good man”
but because we believe Jesus was — and is — both the human son of Mary and
the divine Son of God. That makes Christmas a time to reflect on a mystery
that the church calls the doctrine of the Incarnation. This important theological
term comes from the Latin word carne, which means “flesh,” and has to do
with the divine taking on human flesh and coming among us in human form.

In one of his Christmas sermons Augustine, the fifth-century bishop of Hippo,
described the mystery of the Incarnation this way: “Beloved, our Lord Jesus
Christ, the eternal creator of all things, today became our Savior by being born
of a mother. Of his own will he was born for us today, in time, so that he could
lead us to his Father’s eternity. God became human like us so that we might
become God. The Lord of the angels became one of us today so that we could
cat the bread of angels.” Daily Prayer for All Seasons

In those days a decree went out from Emperor Augustus that all the world
should be registered. This was the first registration and was taken while
Quirinius was governor of Syria. All went to their own towns to be registered.

And
suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host,
praising God and saying,

"Glory to God in the highest heaven,

and on earth peace among those whom he favors!"

When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the shepherds said to
one another, "Let us go now to Bethlehem and see this thing that has
taken place, which the Lord has made known to us." So they went with
haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the child lying in the manger. When
they saw this, they made known what had been told them about this child;
and all who heard it were amazed at what the shepherds told them. But
Mary treasured all these words and pondered them in her heart. The
shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all they had heard and
seen, as it had been told them.
