ROLE OF THE SPONSOR

1. The  sponsor is a confirmed member of the Catholic Church and in good standing, and is, if possible, the same person who served as the candidate’s godparent at Baptism.

2. The sponsor is a living witness to the Catholic faith through regular participation in the sacramental life of the Church.

3. The sponsor has an ongoing, caring relationship with the candidate, not only during the Confirmation preparation process, but also after the reception of the sacrament.

4. The sponsor communicates to the candidate the importance of daily prayer, regular reception of the sacraments, Christian service and all else that pertains to the preparation process, as well as to continued Catholic living after reception of the sacrament.

5. The sponsor should have a good knowledge of the candidate’s readiness for reception of the sacrament so as to testify in the candidate’s behalf.  (This presumes that the sponsor has met and discussed matters of faith with the candidate.)
