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If someone I do not know starts to talk to me I should… (Walk away and find a trusted adult.) Do not go with
strangers.
Rules keep me safe at home and at school. Some rules at home are… (Discuss some of your house rules that
help keep your child safe at home and out in the community.)
If I am home alone some house rules change. Some rules might be… (If your child is ever home alone, discuss if
it is appropriate to answer the door or phone. Who can they contact in case of an emergency? Example: Phone
numbers? Neighbors?)
