QUALIFICATIONS:

Be gifted in caregiving, nurture, and teaching

Be able to pass a criminal background check

Have a high school diploma

Have personal and/or professional experience working with young children and families
Be willing to be trained in teaching and procedures for the ministry

PRINCIPAL DUTIES:

The Assistant will be present when scheduled by the Nursery Ministry Leader. If this
person cannot be present for an assigned shift, he or she will contact the Nursery Ministry
Leader and the Children’s Ministry Leader as soon as possible. (10%)

The Assistant will read and follow current policies and procedures — including those for
LPC generally and for the LPC Embrace Nursery Ministry. (10%)

The Assistant will carry out essential tasks assigned by the Nursery Ministry Leader,
including cleaning and sanitizing the nursery, performing check-in and check-out
procedures, and putting away toys. (20%)
