 March 11 – Lesson #4, Jesus, Barabbas and Pilate 
Memory Verse: “The Lord is near to all who call on him.”   Psalm 145:18 

 March 18 – Lesson #5, The Torture and Humiliation of the King 
Memory Verse: “I don’t even know the man you’re talking about!”  Mark 14:71 (CEV) 

 March 25 – Lesson #6 – The Crucifixion 
Memory Verse: “Truly this man was God’s son!”  Mark 15:39 

 April 1 – Lesson #7, Christ the Victor 
Memory Verse: “He has been raised, he is not here.” Mark 16:6
