3-page narrative
1-page work plan
1 page bibliography (which should demonstrate preparation for the project)
2-page resume (in editing the full resume, proof of competence for the project should be a priority)

The committee will make its selections after that and will provide feedback to the two selected nominees to help them refine their proposals.  The NEH deadline is 21 September 2022.  NEH accepts applications only from those nominated by their university or organization.
