Day 1: Wednesday, March 12, 2025 Overnight Flight
Welcome to Italy, a land rich in history, culture, art and
romance. Your journey begins with an overnight flight.

Day 2: Thursday, March 13, 2025 Rome, Italy - Tour
Begins Begin in Rome, the “Eternal City.” This evening, get to
know your fellow travelers during a welcome dinner featuring
regional specialties. (D)

Day 3: Friday, March 14, 2025 Rome On a locally guided
tour of the Vatican Museums* explore the Papal palace
housing priceless artifacts from ancient Egypt along with
works by great Renaissance masters such as Perugino,
Botticelli, Ghirlandaio. In the Sistine Chapel, marvel at
Michelangelo’s frescoed ceiling and brilliant Last Judgement.
Next, wander through the towering columns of St. Peter’s
Basilica, a daring feat of human artistry and engineering.
Admire the baroque spirals of Bernini’s altar canopy and gaze
up at Michelangelo’s dome — still the tallest in the world. Later
this afternoon, take in views of the River Tiber, the Circus
Maximus and the Colosseum during a panoramic drive back to
your hotel. The evening is yours. Perhaps you’ll join an
optional dinner in a popular restaurant, indulging in a hearty
meal accompanied by wine and local entertainment. (B)

Day 4: Saturday, March 15, 2025 Rome - Assisi - Perugia
Ease your way into the local culture as your Tour Manager
shares a few key Italian phrases. Travel to Assisi, birthplace of
St. Francis. Take in the old-world atmosphere on a guided
walking tour of the Basilica of St. Francis. Then you’re off to
medieval Perugia, the historic capital of Umbria. With free
time to explore, consider wandering along the Piazza IV
Novembre or visiting medieval palaces and elegant cathedrals.

**On occasion, due to inclement weather, your boat trip to Murano Island may be
substituted with a visit to a local glass factory in Venice.

To complete your tour, we include roundtrip airport-to-hotel transfers when purchasing
our airfare with your tour. If you have arranged for your own air, we are pleased to
provide you the option of purchasing these transfers. Please note that all transfers will
leave at pre-scheduled times.

Modest dress is required when visiting religious sites, sanctuaries, basilicas, etc.

*All included museum visit dates and times are subject to change based on
availability of reservations. Due to the unpredictable nature of the events schedule at
the Vatican, on certain dates it may be necessary to visit the Vatican Museums at a
different time. For example, when the Vatican option falls on a Wednesday, the order
of included and optional tours may be reversed in order to participate in all activities
for that day. Most national museums in Florence, including the Uffizi Gallery and the
Academy, are closed on Mondays. If the Academy Museum is featured in your
itinerary on a Monday, reservations will be made to visit the museum on an alternative
day.

Please be advised that on occasion you may experience higher than average wait
times for entering the Vatican Museums, St. Peter's Basilica and the Academy Gallery
Museum. Due to heightened security measures, it is forbidden to enter these sites
and museums with handbags and backpacks larger than 16 x 14 x 6 inches (40 x 35 x
15 cm). While cloakrooms are available they are not secured and in some instances
such as the Vatican Museums, your tour group may not be exiting from the same area
you entered.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you're an on-the-go
traveler. You don’t want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for longer periods of
time (2-3 hours) isn’t a big deal. A moderately paced two-and-a-half-hour walking
tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven surfaces, is no problem for you.
Walking four miles over the course of a day is very doable, as is climbing into and out
of various modes of transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb
three flights of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet.
Expect some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free time to
recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for travelers who
require mobility assistance devices. On this tour, some of the most unique sightseeing
can mean accessing locations that restrict motor coaches, especially in historic areas
such as Rome, Venice and Florence which requires minimum 2.5 miles of walking

over flat but cobblestoned streets with narrow sidewalks. Large crowds are to be
expected in Rome, the Vatican Museums, Florence and Venice. For your comfort, we
recommend bringing walking shoes.

If you require any special assistance while on tour, please make us aware at time of
reservation so the necessary request form can be sent to your attention.

Please be advised many airlines do not provide advance seat assignments until
check-in at the airport. Advance seating will be subject to the airline's terms and
conditions.

Our air travelers will depart from Milan airport. All return transfers will depart from
Lake Como to Milan airport.
