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There are two types of law, exterior and interior. Exterior law is created by a superior and according to “the rule of law” must be followed. It does not change a person‘s conscience. Interior law is created when an adult individual makes a pledge or promise to act or do something in the future concerning his thinking and actions. This law changes the conscience of the individual.  He can be held accountable for his future actions.
This nation unlike any other nation was created by interior law. It was created when our founders entered into a social compact found in the Declaration of Independence. Before our founders entered into this compact, they declared certain principles that never change in God’s domain. This is what they declared as Truth: 

“We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.--That to secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving their just powers from the consent of the governed, --That whenever any Form of Government becomes destructive of these ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or to abolish it, and to institute new Government, laying its foundation on such principles and organizing its powers in such form, as to them shall seem most likely to effect their Safety and Happiness.: 

Before the Compact was signed, there were two forms of government existing at the same time in the colonies. There was the Common Law enforced by England and also a new form created by the Free Protestants colonies in America. 
In the Declaration, they list some of the conflicts that were happening because of the people being under both at the same time. Here are a few.
He has erected a multitude of New Offices, and sent hither swarms of Officers to harrass our people, and eat out their substance.
“For imposing Taxes on us without our Consent:

For depriving us in many cases, of the benefits of Trial by Jury:

For taking away our Charters, abolishing our most valuable Laws, and altering fundamentally the Forms of our Governments:

For suspending our own Legislatures, and declaring themselves invested with power to legislate for us in all cases whatsoever.”

In essence, our founders declared what they believed prevented them from serving God and what they would change with His help. They ask God to keep them honest in abiding by their pledge to each other. The following is that pledge. It is the interior law that created this compound Republic.
“We, therefore, the Representatives of the united States of America, in General Congress, Assembled, appealing to the Supreme Judge of the world for the rectitude of our intentions, do, in the Name, and by Authority of the good People of these Colonies, solemnly publish and declare, That these United Colonies are, and of Right ought to be Free and Independent States; that they are Absolved from all Allegiance to the British Crown, and that all political connection between them and the State of Great Britain, is and ought to be totally dissolved; and that as Free and Independent States, they have full Power to levy War, conclude Peace, contract Alliances, establish Commerce, and to do all other Acts and Things which Independent States may of right do. And for the support of this Declaration, with a firm reliance on the protection of divine Providence, we mutually pledge to each other our Lives, our Fortunes and our sacred Honor.”
When our founders pledged to conduct their lives according to God’s Laws for liberty and defend each other with their lives and fortunes, they created an interior political but religious law thus creating a religious compound republic in America where citizens of all religious faiths were free to worship the Supreme God according to their interpretation of His Laws for liberty without interference from any government. They could not, however, harm their neighbors or damage their property.
Because God designed us to think in pictures and not words, I have drawn two mechanical illustrations that represent the two capacities of all adult citizens in our Republic that were established when the Declaration was signed. 
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The blue area in Fig. 2A represents the individual capacity of all the adult men who signed the Declaration. Upon signing, each respects his brothers as an equal. Each has the God given capacity to know and understand God’s Law without the help of another human being. Each has the right to defend his rights and live as a free man. Because these men pledged their lives, fortunes, and sacred honor to one another to live by God’s Laws, they created a Republic by interior law, obligating each member to follow God’s Law for liberty. Because the Republic is based upon interior law, there are no physical requirements for citizenship other than to be an adult. This interior law guarantees to all adult citizens regardless of race, color, sex, or creed, they will have the same protected rights as the original men who signed the Declaration. The blue area represents the protected rights of consciences of all citizens to discriminate their actions and the actions of their neighbors when making decisions. Because each controls his own life, all political mandates are unconstitutional.

Fig. 2B represents the sovereign capacity of the people of each State as members of the new Republic. The people of each State exist as a sovereign body politic with the people having the sovereign capacity to create and enforce a written constitution to protect the blue area of each citizen within their State.

The people of each State as a sovereign body politic have the sole authority to write a written State constitution stating the individual capacity of its citizens to govern their lives according to their interpretations of God’s laws. All man-made law, depicting conduct, is a two step process in America. It requires all State legislators to get the consent of the people of their State before a law, passed by their legislature, is binding upon them as citizens. In their sovereign capacity, the people of a State also have the sole authority to control who becomes a citizen of their State and who is eligible to vote in their State elections.

Their pledge to become a citizen creates a religious exemption concerning human law. All men of different religions, making the same pledge, can worship God according to their conscience and make decisions to support or not support the conduct of their neighbors using their conscience. Because their religious exemption protects their rights of conscience, each can use their common sense to determine how to treat their neighbor. This religious exemption also creates a free market where each can use his property to run a business according to his conscience. Under a republican form of government, they have the right to do these things without fear of being harmed or penalized by their government. 

Under a republican form of government, no one is obligated to support the decisions made by his neighbor but he is obligated to support and defend his neighbor’s life and their right to make decisions concerning how they treat their neighbors and how they use their property.

The government has made a false assumption for many years when interpreting the 14th Amendment. This amendment was not written to create citizens. It was written to States to stop the prejudice and remind the State body politics to provide equal justice and protection to all citizens in their State. This was to happen at every level of government in every State. 
Being born in a barn does not make an individual a farmer.  Being born in America does not make one a citizen. The subjects in this sentence were those adults whose parents were citizens or those adults who were naturalized.  You have to be an adult to be under the jurisdiction of the laws of any State in America. Children are not citizens until they are old enough to make a commitment as an adult. Because the children have parents who are citizens, they are protected. Because they are not citizens, they have no rights. They are the responsibility of the parents. If something happens to the parents, the local community is responsible.

Section 1 of the fourteenth amendment of the U. S. Constitution states the following: 
“All persons born or naturalized in the United States, and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens of the United States and of the state wherein they reside.  No state shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or immunities of citizens of the United States nor shall any state deprive any person of life,  liberty, or property, without due process of law; nor deny to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.”
When it states that: 

 “No state shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or immunities of citizens of the United States nor shall any state deprive any person of life,  liberty, or property, without due process of law; nor deny to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.”
 The amendment is clearly referring to a pre existing document for adults that existed prior to the Constitution where those rights are stated. The document that states those rights is “the Declaration of Independence”. It is understood to exist in every state and gives each State the responsibility of citizenship and the responsibility to see that all citizens of that State are treated equally. A second document that protects those rights from being changed or restricted by the federal government is “The Bill of Rights”.

Since these rights existed before there was any government, no level of government created has the authority to change any part of these founding documents. Because “The Bill of Rights” are rights that are exercised inside the States by individuals, they cannot be amended or restricted by the federal government. This also means the requirements for citizenship are defined by the people as a State body politic. 

In the U.S. Constitution, the federal government was given the responsibility to make naturalization among the States uniform. However, when making them uniform, they could not omit the rights or conditions found in the Declaration and in “The Bill of Rights” which reflect the rights the people had in those State and the form of government existing in each State that protected those rights. 
What then are the characteristics that identify one as a citizen of the United States?   

In the Supreme Court Case of Minor v. Happersett, 88 U.S. 162 (1875) the Court declared the following;

“Before its adoption the Constitution of the United States did not in terms prescribe who should be citizens of the United States or of the several States, yet there were necessarily such citizens without such provision. There cannot be a nation without a people. The very idea of a political community, such as a nation is, implies an association of persons for the promotion of their general welfare. Each one of the persons associated becomes a member of the nation formed by the association. He owes it allegiance and is entitled to its protection. Allegiance and protection are, in this connection, reciprocal obligations. The one is a compensation for the other; allegiance for protection and protection for allegiance.”

This nation is built upon adult citizens, regardless of race, color, or creed pledging their allegiance to one another for protection. One is a compensation for the other.  An individual seeking citizenship must denounce allegiance to all other countries and then pledge his allegiance to respect and live by the God-given rights in the Declaration and respect the form of government that protects those rights in his State. If the individual is a man, he must pledge to defend the residents of the State where he will become a member and then citizens of other States when called upon by the Commander and Chief.
When one openly burns the American flag and stomps it in the ground, he or she is changing their conscience by denouncing their allegiance and therefore is not entitled to this nation's protection. They have cancelled their citizenship.
