Angelus
Throughout the Christmas season the Angelus will be prayed five minutes before each Mass.

Weather

At this time, we are planning on all Masses being held this weekend. However, please pay attention to
the forecast, as you may wish to attend Mass Saturday evening rather than worry Sunday. Please keep in
mind that it is always best for you to use sound judgement when deciding if you will drive in bad
weather! Saturday night monthly hospitality will be held this Saturday night after Mass and all are
welcome, but Hospitality this Sunday is canceled after both Masses.

If any changes arise, [ will send out an email as soon as those changes occur and information will be
posted on the parish website. It should also be posted on local news — but be sure to check your email
and/or our website for the most current and up-to-date notifications!! Also note that during the weekday,
the church office follows the school closing schedule — so if St. Benedict School is closed, the office
would also be closed.

Syro Malobar Mass

This weekend, due to the impending storm — the current plan is that the Syro Malobar Mass will be held
between our 8:30am and 11:00am Masses. After the 8:30am Mass, please be sure to depart promptly (and
carefully) and before the 11:00 Mass — if you arrive prior to 10:45am, please be mindful upon entering the
church to ensure you don’t walk in to their Mass as they conclude. Thank you for your cooperation!!

Again.. please, please use sound judgement when choosing to travel!

Liturgical Guideline during the Flu Season

Communion under one kind

As a precaution during this especially virulent influenza season, Holy Communion under both kinds will
be suspended. Until the flu abates, Holy Communion will be received only under the species of bread



(that is, the Body of Christ). Please remember that receiving the Precious Blood is optional. The reason is
that all of Christ is present in either the smallest particle of the consecrated bread or in the tiniest drop of
the consecrated wine (concomitance). For those who can only receive Communion under the species of
wine, they may approach at the end of the Communion line and the priest will administer the chalice to
them.

Gesture of Peace

Furthermore, please remember that no one is ever under the obligation to shake hands during the Sign of
Peace; indeed, it may be prudent to refrain from handshaking during the flu season. Rather than shaking
hands, parishioners may make a statement of peace, or a bow, or some other gesture. The diocesan Office
of Worship has recommended parishes consider adopting these liturgical modifications during the flu
season.

Fr. Tony Away

Fr. Tony will be away from the parish to visit his parents from Saturday, January 12 to Friday, January
18. If, during this time, there is an emergency that requires a priest, please call the emergency line (804/
254-0887).

A visiting priest will celebrate the weekend Masses and the Thursday, January 17 Mass at 5:30pm and
/will hear confessions (6:15—7:00pm). All other weekday Masses that week will be cancelled. Vespers
will be held on Tuesday, January 15 (6:30pm) and a Prayer Service for Life with the school will be held
on Friday, January 18 (8:30am).

Vespers

Solemn Vespers (chanted Evening Prayer) will be celebrated on Tuesday, January 15 at 6:30pm. (The
term “Vespers” is derived from the Latin vespers, which means “evening.”) Vespers or Evening Prayer is
part of the Liturgy of the Hours, the official prayer of the Church that consists of the Psalms and other
biblical readings.

The chanting of Vespers is a beautiful celebration that enables to meditate more deeply upon the Word of
God, and to extend our thanksgiving that flows from the Eucharist. Vespers lasts approximately 30
minutes and does not require fasting beforehand.

March for Life Prayer Service
Parishioners are invited to join the students of Saint Benedict School for a pro-life prayer service on
Friday, January 18 at 8:30am. Please note that Mass will not be celebrated on that day.

Monday, January 21



In observance of Martin Luther King Day, the church office will be closed on Monday, January 21.
This is a Diocesan-wide holiday.

Day of Penance

Tuesday, January 22 is the Day of Prayer for the Legal Protection of Unborn Children. This marks the
anniversary of Roe v. Wade (1973), the Supreme Court decision that legalized abortion in the United
States. Since January 23 is a Day of Penance, all Catholics are required to undertake some form of
penance in reparation for sins against human dignity, particularly abortion. Penance can include fasting,
abstaining from eating meat, performing works of charity, and/or spending extra time in prayer.

A Mass for Giving Thanks to God for the Gift of Human Life

A Mass for Giving Thanks to God for the Gift of Human Life will be celebrated on Tuesday, January 22
at 7:00pm.Parishioners are encouraged to attend. (This will be in place of the 5:30pm Mass that day). It
is especially important for parishioners to pray for an end to the scourge of abortion, as two abortion
clinics are located within the boundaries of Saint Benedict parish.

Presentation of the Lord

A Mass for the Feast of the Presentation of the Lord will be celebrated on Saturday, February 2 at
5:30pm. Please note that this Mass fulfills the Sunday obligation. According to Church law, Catholics in
the United States fulfill the Sunday obligation by attending any Mass between 4:00pm on Saturday and
11:59pm on Sunday (Code of Canon Law, canon 1248 §1). Furthermore, although the Mass celebrated on
Saturdays is typically the anticipated (vigil) Mass for Sunday, this is not a requirement; the Mass of the
day is also permitted.

Bishop Knestout and the Blessing of Throats

Bishop Barry C. Knestout will celebrate the 11:00am Mass on Saturday, February 3. The blessing of
throats will take place at this Mass as well as at the 8:30am Mass (but not the 5:30pm Mass).
According to tradition, Saint Blaise, a bishop and martyr of the early Church (died circa 316 A.D.),
miraculously dislodged a fish bone that was choking a child. Since then, the Church has invoked his
intercession against all diseases of the throat.

Rite of Acceptance

The parish will celebrate the Rite of Acceptance into the Order of Catechumens on Tuesday, February 5
at 6:30pm (following the 5:30pm Mass). This Rite of Acceptance formally acknowledges and welcomes
unbaptized adults who are preparing to receive the Sacraments of Christian Initiation: Baptism,
Confirmation, and the Eucharist. Through the Rite of Acceptance, those preparing to receive these three
sacraments will become “catechumens” (literally, “hearers”) of the Word of God. The Rite of Acceptance
is not a Mass but rather a Liturgy of the Word followed by the giving of the Sign of the Cross and
intercessions for the catechumens. All parishioners are welcome to attend, in order to support those
preparing to enter the Church at Easter.
