He has been married to the love of his life for over 40 

years and was blessed with five children and many foster children who became 

part of his family. He has practiced law for 40 years, first as a law clerk at the 

Supreme Court of Virginia for 2 years and for 38 years at Thompson McMullan 

where he currently serves as managing partner. In 2003, he was ordained as a 

permanent deacon for service in the Diocese of Richmond and currently serves at 

the Cathedral of the Sacred Heart in Richmond. Chris’s passions include adult faith 

formation, hospital and visitation ministry and working for the needs of the 

homeless. In his spare time, he enjoys the outdoors and seeing new places.

Remember!  After our Sunday morning Masses there will be time to gather and 

talk with other parishioners in the Parish Center while enjoying a bit of light 

refreshment.

On a normal weekdays, 

the church is available for prayer during normal business hours: Monday through 

Friday, 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  In order to gain access to the church during these 

times, please ring the bell in the courtyard outside the side porch.  

  

Summer Office Hours 

During the summer months (Memorial Day to Labor Day) the church office hours 

will be 9:00 a.m. - 3:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.  Please remember that during 

the summer, vacations are taken!  Therefore, while the office may be open, the 

person you may wish to see may be out of the office.   It is strongly recommended 

that you ALWAYS call or email in advance, to ensure that the person you hope to 

see, is available to see you.  Subsequently, making appointments to meet with 

someone is greatly appreciated!  

  

Homebound a Bit? 

If you happen to be going into the hospital or if you know of a parishioner who is 

in the hospital, homebound, or unable to attend church any longer please let me 



know.  We have no way of knowing if our parishioners have fallen ill and need a 

pastoral visit from Fr. Tony unless we are informed.  So please keep me in the 

loop! Call or email me and when you do, be sure to make sure you leave your 

name and number so that I can contact you for details if necessary.  THANKS so 

much!!

Contribution Envelope Information!! 

The next set of quarterly envelopes (for July, August and September) will arrive at 

your home in the later part of June.
