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St. Joseph School Dress Code & Uniform Policy

Uniform appearance creates an atmosphere of academic growth, a sense of respect and modesty,
and fosters a positive Catholic environment.

Parents are responsible for their child’s compliance with the St. Joseph Dress Code/Uniform Policy. In
the event of any discrepancies, the principal will make the final decision as to the appropriateness of
uniform, hair, etc. In the event that a student is out of uniform, the parent will be contacted by the
school office, and the parent will need to promptly make arrangements for his/her child to meet the
Dress Code requirements. A student that needs three reminders will not be able to participate in the
next Casual Day. Please contact Mr. Multhauf with any questions.
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Shirts/Blouses (GIRLS & BOYS - K5-8) White, navy, maroon or red collared shirt (must be tucked in), short or long
sleeve. No prints or logos. St. Joe’s will continue to include red as an option for school uniform, however, as our
school transitions to a maroon option, moving forward red will no longer be available for purchase.

Jumpers (GIRLS - K5-8) Hunter PLAID skorts or jumpers - appropriate length (one inch above knee or lower).
Skirts (GIRLS - 6-8 ONLY) Hunter PLAID skorts or skirt - appropriate length ((one inch above knee or lower).

Pants (Girls & Boys - K5-8) Navy or khaki. No leggings in place of uniform pants, but leggings (navy/black) may be
worn under jumper or skirt.

Shorts (GIRLS & BOYS - K5-8) Optional and ONLY during Aug-Oct, April-June or when approved by principal.
Navy or khaki. Conservative style and appropriate length.

Sweatshirts/Fleece - Cardigan or crew neck with school colors (or gray) or ‘SIS’ logo. NO HOODED SWEATSHIRTS

Out of Uniform Days
e Student’s Birthday - UNLESS their birthday falls on a Mass day, in which case they may dress casual on the
following school day.
Scout Uniforms may be worn on meeting days.
Using an Out of Uniform Pass (allowed two days per month).
Special days announced by Principal (ex. Weekend Packer Game).
No school uniforms after Memorial Day.

Spirit Wear Day—EVERY FRIDAY
e Spiritwear OR SCHOOL COLORS (gray and maroon) with uniform bottoms. Circus, Play, Fractions-in-action t-
shirt are allowed. Hooded sweatshirts are allowed but hoods may NOT be put up unless outside.

Gym Uniforms
Grades K3 - 8: must have extra pair of gym shoes just for physical education classes.

Grades 4 - 8 WILL CHANGE FOR GYM CLASS. Grey “St. Joseph School” t-shirt (available through spiritwear)
and grey or maroon athletic shorts are acceptable.
