RECOMMENDATION:

Recommendation to receive the supporting documentation into the record, conclude the 
public hearing, and adopt a Resolution amending the Master Fee and Charges Schedule. 
(Citywide)

DISCUSSION

City Council approval is requested for the list of proposed Mid-Year Fee Adjustments for Fiscal 
Year 2024 (FY 24), which describes the proposed changes to the City of Long Beach's (City) 
Master Fees and Charges Schedule. As part of the annual Budget Adoption process, the City 
Council last reviewed and amended the Master Fees and Charges Schedule for specified City 
services on September 5, 2023. Fees are required to cover the cost of service except where the 
City Council finds greater public benefit through the use of a lower fee. On September 5, 2017, 
the City Council adopted an amended Financial Policy on User Fees and Charges, which reads:

User Fees and Charges Will be Set at the Cost of the Service

Background - Fees and associated charges are associated with recovering the cost of providing 
a service. The City can charge up to the full cost of providing a service.

Policy -
a. Fees will be set at a level to fully recover costs, except where there is a greater public 

benefit through use of a lower fee, such as where full recovery may adversely impact 
overall revenue or may discourage participation in programs where the participation 
benefits the overall community.

b. The City Manager will establish a process for in-depth review of all fees over time. The 
review, while eventually covering all fees, should emphasize those that have or may have 
significant subvention (may not be at full cost).

City staff may recommend fees that are not set at the full cost of service, or the City Council may 
choose not to adopt a fee with full-cost recovery because it would negatively impact the public 
good. Specific new fees are being introduced to address the demand and provision for City 
services. Charging a fee allows residents the benefit of a service that may otherwise not be 
possible without sufficient revenue to offset the cost of providing the service. Some City services 
in low demand may not initially be assigned a fee. However, if demand increases, there may be 
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a need to evaluate the service and propose a fee that aligns with the cost of the service being 
provided. Changes in the regulatory environment may also result in new fees being developed.
Bi-annual fee adjustments, deletions, and additions are the process by which the broad-based 
changes to fees are presented to the City Council and the public for consideration. The proposed 
fee changes currently being presented to the City Council represent the FY 24 Mid-Year Fee 
Adjustments, which immediately take effect upon adoption. The next citywide fee adjustment 
process will occur during the FY 25 Budget Adoption process and will take effect on October 1, 
2024. 

In FY 19, City staff initiated an updated citywide fee study to conduct a comprehensive cost of 
service analysis for the City's numerous fees and charges for services across various City 
departments. The study is a multi-year effort that started with the Development Services, Health 
and Human Services (Physician Services Bureau), and Parks, Recreation and Marine 
Departments. On April 6, 2021, and May 4, 2021, City staff provided an update on the study to 
the City Council for these departments. On May 18, 2021, the recommended fee changes based 
on each department’s study were approved as part of a FY 21 mid-year adjustment to the Master 
Fees and Charges Schedule. The second round of the study included the Energy Resources 
and Public Works Departments. On February 1, 2022, City staff presented the results of the cost-
of-service studies and department fee recommendations to the City Council. On May 10, 2022, 
the recommended fee changes based on each department’s study were approved as part of a 
FY 22 mid-year adjustment to the Master Fees and Charges Schedule. The third round of the 
study included Police, Fire, and Health and Human Services (Environmental Health Bureau) 
Departments. On April 18, 2023, City staff presented the results of the cost-of-service studies 
and department recommendations to the City Council. On May 23, 2023, the recommended fee 
changes based on each department’s study were approved as part of a FY 23 mid-year 
adjustment to the Master Fees and Charges Schedule. The next (and final) round of the citywide 
cost of service study effort is in progress with draft results anticipated to be available in early FY 
25. Departments scheduled for review include Financial Management and Library Services 
Departments, along with the City Manager Department, which includes a citywide review of 
special events and filming services across various departments.  

This matter was reviewed by Deputy City Attorney Taylor Anderson on April 30, 2024, and by 
Revenue Management Officer Geraldine Alejo on April 15, 2024. 

TIMING CONSIDERATIONS

City Council action is requested on May 21, 2024, to increase cost recovery as soon as possible. 
The City Council must adopt the attached Resolution for fee adjustments to be implemented.

FISCAL IMPACT

As part of the adopted budget for a fiscal year, the Master Fees and Charges Schedule is 
evaluated and adjusted accordingly for the natural growth in the cost of providing services. 
However, mid-year changes may be required to align fees and charges to changes in costs, 
services, or operations after budget adoption. The annual revenue changes from the proposed 
fee changes described in Attachment A are theoretical estimates based on anticipated service 
usage in FY 24. Annual revenue changes are theoretical and may not result in changes to 
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budgeted revenues by the same amount. Changes to budgeted revenues are evaluated 
holistically as part of the budget process and will consider various factors, including each 
department's current revenue commitments to support its operations, stability of a revenue 
source, and market or economic conditions. 

The proposed FY 24 mid-year fee adjustments are estimated to result in a net theoretical 
revenue increase of $361,956 in all funds. Of the total net theoretical revenue impact, there is 
no net impact to the General Fund Group. In other fund groups, the estimated annual revenue 
increase of $361,956 is comprised of the following: $49,000 in the Special Advertising and 
Promotion Fund Group and $312,956 in the Health Fund Group.    

Proposed Fee Changes 

City Manager 

Venue Rental Fees

The City Manager Department’s Office of Special Events and Filming charges venue rental fees 
for City properties. The Office of Special Events and Filming is currently engaged in a cost-of-
service study which covers all special events and filming fees across multiple departments, 
including venue rental fees. On June 4, 2021, the City assumed full control of the Queen Mary 
and surrounding properties which includes managing venue rental oversight processes. As such, 
the Department is proposing to establish a venue rental fee structure for filming and events at 
the Queen Mary and Harry Bridges Park. The Department proposes a tiered venue rental fee 
structure which will assess daily rates based on the number of participants and the use type 
such as site preparation in advance of filming/event, move-in/move-out, and location holds. The 
proposed fee structure will cover direct costs for these efforts and is based on preliminary study 
findings. Upon completion of the cost-of-service study, the City Manager Department will return 
to the City Council with study findings and, if needed, propose adjustments to these fees based 
on final study recommendations. The annual revenue change anticipated from these new fees 
is estimated at $18,000. In addition to covering the City’s cost of permitting, staffing, and event 
oversight, additional revenue generated from the fees may also help fund repairs at the Queen 
Mary and Harry Bridges Memorial Park. 

Staff Monitoring Fees

The City Manager Department’s Office of Special Events and Filming charges staff monitoring 
fees to event promoters and production companies. These fees are charged to recover the City’s 
cost to maintain on-site staffing during a special event or filming to ensure permit compliance. 
Staff monitoring rates have remained at or around $42 per hour since FY 13. The fees are under 
review as part of the City Manager’s Cost of Services Study with preliminary study findings 
recommending a fee increase to align with the actual direct costs of service. To better align with 
full cost recovery, the Department proposes a fee increase from $42 per hour to $65 per hour in 
advance of the City Council presentation of final study findings. Upon completion of the cost-of-
service study, the City Manager Department will return to the City Council with study findings 
and, if needed, propose adjustments to these fees based on final study recommendations. The 
annual revenue change anticipated from this fee increase is estimated at $23,500. 
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 Permit Fee - Revisions/Riders 

The City Manager Department’s Office of Special Events and Filming charges a revisions/riders 
fee to production companies for making changes to existing film permits such as dates, times, 
location, staffing, no parking, closures, etc. The fee charges $53 per item change and has 
remained at this rate since FY 12. The fees are under review as part of the City Manager’s Cost 
of Services Study with preliminary study findings recommending a fee increase from $53 to $100 
to align with the actual direct cost of service. Upon completion of the cost of services study, the 
City Manager Department will return to the City Council with study findings and, if needed, 
propose adjustments to these fees based on final study recommendations. The annual revenue 
change anticipated from the fee increase is estimated at $7,500. 

Community Development

Code Enforcement Administrative Citation Fees

The Community Development Department collects administrative citation penalties for 
misdemeanor violations of city ordinances. California State Government Code Section 36900 
establishes maximum penalties that local governments may assess for these violations. As part 
of the FY 24 Adopted Budget, the City Cost Index (CCI) was inadvertently applied to the 
Department’s administrative citation penalties. The assessed rates are set by the State of 
California and the proposed adjustments are technical corrections to align the rates reported on 
the Master Fees and Charges Schedule to those set by the State. As this is a technical 
correction, there is no anticipated revenue change from the following fee reductions:  

• First Violation -- from $105 to $100;

• Second Violation – from $210 to $200; and,

• Each subsequent violation – from $525 to $500.  

Financial Management

Financial Services Fees 

Per state law, on behalf of the Superior Court of California, County of Los Angeles, the Financial 
Management Department charges fees to customers using the small claims court process for 
outstanding payments to the City. The Department collects these fees from customers when it 
collects outstanding amounts owed to the City.  Rates are set by the Court. The Department’s 
proposed changes will align the current rates reported on the Master Fees and Charges 
Schedule to rates set by the Court. Fee revenue collected by the City is fully remitted to the 
Superior Court of California. Since there is already no net revenue to the City from these state 
fees, there will be no net revenue change to the City from the following fee increases: 

• $40 to $60 for Application and Order for Appearance and Examination; 

• $40 to $50 for Bank Garnishment (Writ of Execution); 
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• $35 to $45 for Earnings Withholding Order; and,

• $300 to $350 for Writ of Attachment. 

Health and Human Services

Environmental Health Fees

In FY 23, the Health and Human Services Department completed a cost-of-service study which 
found that fees and charges within the Environmental Health Bureau were under cost recovery 
levels. On May 23, 2023, City Council approved adjustments to various environmental health 
fees covering its permit and inspection programs addressing areas such as water quality, food 
safety, hazardous waste, vector control, noise control, commercial cannabis, and tobacco retail 
enforcement. At that time, to minimize the impact to operators, approved rate adjustments 
applied a phase-in approach where fees would remain below full cost recovery levels and would 
be increased over a two- to four-year period. The first phase was approved and implemented as 
part of the FY 23 Mid-Year Fee Adjustments. The Department is now proposing to implement 
the second year of the phase-in approach across 78 fees, resulting in an average increase of 24 
percent (ranging from 11 percent to 57 percent). As part of the phase-in approach, 36 fees will 
remain below cost recovery levels by an average of 29 percent. The estimated annual revenue 
change anticipated from these fee adjustments is $311,846. 

Certified Unified Program Agency (CUPA) Annual Surcharges

The Health and Human Services Department collects annual surcharges on behalf of the 
California Environmental Protection Agency (CalEPA) relating to hazardous waste generators 
regulated under the Certified Unified Program Agency (CUPA). Effective October 13, 2023, 
CalEPA increased the following state surcharges: General Program Oversight State Service 
Charge from $84 to $94 and California Accidental Release Prevention Program (CalARP) State 
Service Charge from $270 to $370. There are no increases to the Refinery Safety Surcharges.  
The Department is proposing to increase the General Program State Charge and the CalARP 
State Service Charge to align rates reported on the Master Fees and Charges Schedule to those 
set by the CalEPA. All surcharge revenue collected is remitted to the State. As a result, there 
will be no net revenue change from the proposed surcharge increases.

Clinical Services Fees

The Health and Human Services Department charges various fees related to its public health 
clinical services. The Department proposes to modify the tuberculosis (TB) skin screening test 
from $32 per test to $26.03 plus the cost of the test. In addition to improving cost recovery for 
testing services, restructuring the fee will align with other departmental fees charged for similar 
public health screening services. Additionally, the Department is proposing to increase its TB 
skin test report fee from $11 to $12.20 per report, which is equivalent to fees currently charged 
to recoup the service costs for similar types of test results. The annual revenue change 
anticipated from these proposed fee changes is estimated at $1,110. Lastly, the Department is 
proposing to delete two fees from the Master Fees and Charges Schedule. The fees proposed 
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for deletion are not currently assessed by the Department, as such there will be no revenue 
change due to the following fee deletions: 

• Typhoid Vaccine-Single Dose Injection fee, which is duplicative of other existing fees 
charging for the same service.  

• Expedited Birth Certificate Registration fee, as this service is no longer offered. 

Public Works

Belmont Parking Meter Rates

On June 22, 2023, the Belmont Shore Parking and Business Improvement Area Advisory 
Commission (BSPBIAAC) approved to increase parking meter rates from $1.50 to $1.75 per 
hour with no changes to operating hours, days, or time limit. The fee increase aligns with the 
City’s standard rate with other parking meter zones, which range from $1.00 to $2.00 per hour 
depending on the parking district. On September 5, 2023, the City Council approved the rate 
increases as part of the FY 24 Adopted Budget. However, the Parking Meter Zone One and 
Subzone A-Parking Meter Zone rates were inadvertently excluded from the FY 24 Adopted 
Budget adjustment. As a result, the Public Works Department proposes a technical correction to 
increase each fee to $1.75 per hour as previously approved by the BSPBIAAC.  As this is a 
technical correction to align with the implemented rates, there is no anticipated revenue change 
from the proposed adjustments.
