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The Jewish Museum, one of the 

world’s preeminent institutions devoted 
to exploring art and Jewish culture, from 
ancient to contemporary, was founded in 
1904 in the library of the Jewish 
Theological Seminary, where it was 
housed for more than four decades. The 
Jewish Museum was the first institution 
of its kind in the United States and one 
of the oldest existing Jewish museums in 
the world.
