Concerning the Service

The devotion known as the Way of the Cross is an adaptation
to local usage of a custom widely observed by pilgrims to
Jerusalem: prayers offered at a series of places traditionally
associated with our Lord’s passion and death. It is one of
several ways that the Church calls us to place ourselves within
the story of Christ’s passion and death. At each station, a
passage of scripture is read that either provides the narrative
that the station holds before us, or a reflection on the
narrative. After a period of quiet, a short prayer is said.

First Station
| Jesus is condemned to death

We adore you, O Christ, and we bless you:
Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.

As soon as it was morning, the chief priests, with the elders
and scribes, and the whole council, held a consultation; and
they bound Jesus and led him away and delivered him to
Pilate. And they all condemned him and said, “He deserves to
die.” When Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus out
and sat down on the judgment seat at a place called the
Pavement, but in the Hebrew, Gabbatha. Then he handed
Jesus over to them to be crucified.

V. God did not spare his own Son:
R. But delivered him up for us all.

LET US PRAY.

ALMIGHTY GOD, whose most dear Son went not up to joy but
first he suffered pain, and entered not into glory before he was
crucified: Mercifully grant that we, walking in the way of the
cross, may find it none other than the way of life and peace;
through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord. Amen.

Who on Christ’s dear mother gazing,
Pierced by anguish so amazing,
Born of woman, would not weep?



Second Station
Jesus takes up the Cross

We adore you, O Christ, and we bless you:
Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.

Jesus went out, bearing his own cross, to the place called the
place of a skull, which is called in Hebrew, Golgotha.
Although he was a Son, he learned obedience through what he
suffered. Like a lamb he was led to the slaughter; and like a
sheep that before its shearers is mute, so he opened not his
mouth. Worthy is the Lamb who was slain, to receive power
and riches and wisdom and strength and honor and glory and
blessing.

V. The Lord has laid on him the iniquity of us all:
R. For the transgression of my people was he stricken.

LET US PRAY.

ALMIGHTY GOD, whose beloved Son willingly endured the
agony and shame of the cross for our redemption: Give us
courage to take up our cross and follow him; who lives and
reigns for ever and ever. Amen.

Who, on Christ’s dear mother thinking,
Such a cup of sorrow drinking,
Would not share her sorrows deep?



Third Station
Jesus falls the first time

We adore you, O Christ, and we bless you:
Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.

Christ Jesus, though he was in the form of God, did not count
equality with God a thing to be grasped; but emptied himself,
taking the form of a servant, and was born in human likeness.
And being found in human form he humbled himself and
became obedient unto death, even death on a cross. Therefore
God has highly exalted him, and bestowed on him the name
which is above every name. Come, let us bow down, and bend
the knee, and kneel before the Lord our Maker, for he is the
Lord our God.

V. Surely he has borne our griefs:
R. And carried our sorrows.

LET US PRAY.

O GOD, you know us to be set in the midst of so many and
great dangers, that by reason of the frailty of our nature we
cannot always stand upright: Grant us such strength and
protection as may support us in all dangers, and carry us
through all temptations; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

For his people’s sins chastiséd,

) Fourth Station
{l Jesus meets his blessed mother

Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.

To what can I liken you, to what can I compare you, O
daughter of Jerusalem? What likeness can I use to comfort
you, O virgin daughter of Zion? For vast as the sea is your
ruin. Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be
comforted. The Lord will be your everlasting light, and your
days of mourning shall be ended.

V. A sword will pierce your own soul also:
R. That the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.

Hail, Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee. Blessed art thou
among women, and blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus.

Holy Mary, mother of God, pray for us sinners now and at the
hour of our death.

LET US PRAY.

0 GOD, who willed that in the passion of your Son a sword of
grief should pierce the soul of the Blessed Virgin Mary his
mother: Mercifully grant that your Church, having shared with
her in his passion, may be made worthy to share in the joys of
his resurrection; who lives and reigns for ever and ever. Amen.

Saw him then from judgment taken,
And in death for all forsaken,
Till his spirit he resigned.

We adore you, O Christ, and we bless you:
Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.

He has no form nor comeliness; and when we see him, there is
no beauty that we should desire him. He was despised and
rejected by men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief;
and as one from whom men hid their faces, he was despised,
and we esteemed him not. His visage was so marred, beyond
human semblance, and his form beyond that of the children of
men.

He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his
mouth. For the transgressions of my people was he stricken.

V. But as for me, [ am a worm and no man:
R. Scorned by all and the outcast of my people.

LET US PRAY.

ALMIGHTY AND EVERLIVING GOD, in your tender love for the
human race you sent your Son our Savior Jesus Christ to take
upon him our nature, and to suffer death upon the cross,
giving us the example of his great humility: Mercifully grant
that we may walk in the way of his suffering, and also share in
his resurrection; who lives and reigns for ever and ever. Amen.

There followed after Jesus a great multitude of the people, and
among them were women who bewailed and lamented him.
But Jesus turning to them said, “Daughters of Jerusalem, do
not weep for me, but weep for yourselves and for your
children.”

V. Those who sowed with tears:
R. Will reap with songs of joy.

LET US PRAY.

TEACH YOUR CHURCH, O LORD, to mourn the sins of which it
is guilty; and to repent and forsake them; that, by your
pardoning grace, the results of our iniquities may not be visited
upon our children and our children’s children; through Jesus
Christ our Lord. Amen.

Let me mourn, O Lord, beside thee

Jesus falls the third time

Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.

I am the man who has seen affliction under the rod of his
wrath; he has driven and brought me into darkness without
any light. He has besieged me and enveloped me with
bitterness and tribulation; he has made me dwell in darkness
like the dead of long ago. Though I call and cry for help, he
shuts out my prayer. He has made my teeth grind on gravel,
and made me cower in ashes. “Remember, O Lord, my
affliction and bitterness, the wormwood and the gall!”

V. He was led like a lamb to the slaughter:
R. And like a sheep that before its shearers is mute, so he
opened not his mouth.

LET US PRAY.

O GOD, by the passion of your blessed Son you made an
instrument of shameful death to be for us the means of life:
Grant us so to glory in the cross of Christ, that we may gladly
suffer shame and loss for the sake of your Son our Savior Jesus
Christ. Amen.

%9 Jesus is stripped of his garments

We adore you, O Christ, and we bless you:
Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.

When they came to a place called Golgotha (which means the
place of a skull), they offered him wine to drink, mingled with
gall; but when he tasted it, he would not drink it. And they
divided his garments among them by casting lots. This was to
fulfill the scripture which says, “They divided my garments
among them; they cast lots for my clothing.”

V. They gave me gall to eat:
R. And when I was thirsty they gave me vinegar to drink.

LET US PRAY.

LORD GOD, whose blessed Son our Savior gave his body to be
whipped and his face to be spit upon: Give us grace to accept
joyfully the sufferings of the present time, confident of the
glory that shall be revealed; through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Amen.

Jesus is nailed to the Cross

We adore you, O Christ, and we bless you:
Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.

When they came to the place which is called The Skull, there
they crucified him; and with him they crucified two criminals,
one on the right, the other on the left, and Jesus between them.
And the scripture was fulfilled which says, “He was numbered
with the transgressors.”

V. They pierce my hands and my feet:
R. They stare and gloat over me.

LET US PRAY.

LORD JESUS CHRIST, you stretched out your arms of love on the
hard wood of the cross that everyone might come within the
reach of your saving embrace: So clothe us in your Spirit that
we, reaching forth our hands in love, may bring those who do
not know you to the knowledge and love of you; for the honor
of your Name. Amen.
