Today’s Words: already / all ready and altogether / all together

Altogether
Definition: A single word that means "completely," "entirely," or "on the whole."
Part of Speech: Adverb.
Example Sentences:
1. The experience was altogether amazing. (completely)
2. She stopped using social media altogether last year. (totally)

All Together
Definition: A phrase that refers to a group of people or things being in the same place or doing something at the same time.
Part of Speech: Adverbial phrase (two separate words).
Example Sentences:
1. The family was all together for the holidays. (in the same place)
2. Let’s sing the song all together now. (at the same time)

All Ready
Definition: A phrase that means "completely prepared" or "fully ready."
Part of Speech: Adjectival phrase (two separate words).
Example Sentences:
1. The students were all ready for the exam.
2. Dinner is all ready; let’s eat!
3. Are you all ready to leave for the airport?

Already
Definition: A single word that means "by this time" or "before now."
Part of Speech: Adverb.
Example Sentences:
1. I have already finished my homework.
2. She had already left by the time we arrived.
3. We’ve already seen that movie.


You can ask Captain Comprehension to explain any words that give you trouble.
