This year April bring us Easter and Passover as well as April Fool’s Day.
April Fools' Day, celebrated annually on April 1, is a lighthearted, unofficial holiday dedicated to playing practical jokes, hoaxes, and pranks on friends, family, and colleagues. It is a day marked by mischief and humor, where the goal is to trick someone and then reveal the prank by shouting "April Fools!". 
Passover (or Pesach in Hebrew)  is a major Jewish holiday commemorating the biblical story of the Israelites' liberation from slavery in Egypt over 3,300 years ago. Celebrated in early spring (March/April), it marks the "birth" of the Jewish nation, with traditions centered on retelling this story of freedom, eating unleavened bread (matzah), and holding a Seder meal. This year Passover begins at sundown April 1 and ends [in Israel] at sundown April 8 and outside Israel [Diaspora] ends at nightfall on April 9.
Easter is the most significant Christian holiday, commemorating the resurrection of Jesus Christ three days after his crucifixion, symbolizing victory over sin and death. It marks the end of Lent and is celebrated globally with church services, family gatherings, and traditions like Easter eggs symbolizing new life. This year, Easter Sunday falls on April 5 for Western churches and April 12 for Eastern Orthodox churches.
