due by – the deadline
The report is due by March 1st. March first is the last day you can turn in your report.

due diligence – the reasonable care or investigation taken before an action is taken.
The company performed due diligence before the merger.

past due – owed or late
The water bill was due on April 3rd. You didn’t pay it and now it’s a week past due.

to be due – expected
The package is due to arrive tomorrow.
It is due to rain tomorrow. [It will probably rain tomorrow.]

due north/south/east/west – in a straight line in a specific direction
The town is three miles due north of the old mill, but nine miles by road.

due process – the legal requirement that the law must be carried out fairly
The defendant is entitled to due process of law.

in due course – eventually, at the appropriate time
