2. Pass away: The most common polite way to say someone died.
a. Example: My grandfather passed away last year.
3. Pass on [something]: To give something to the next person (often information or an object).
a. Example: Please pass on this message to the manager.
4. Pass up: To decline an opportunity or invitation.
a. Example: Don't pass up the chance to work in that department!
5. Pass out [something]: To distribute items to a group.
a. Example: The teacher passed out the worksheets. 

2. Common Collocations (Verb + Noun) 

1. Pass the time: Doing an activity while waiting.
a. Example: I played games on my phone to pass the time at the airport.
2. Pass a test / exam: Successfully finishing a course or certification.
3. Pass a law: Used in news or citizenship contexts when a government approves a bill.
4. Pass judgment: To criticize someone (often used negatively).
a. Example: It’s not my place to pass judgment on her lifestyle.
5. Pass the buck: An idiom meaning to shift responsibility or blame to someone else.

1. Boarding pass: For flights.
2. Bus / Rail pass: For commuting.
