Present Simple

Present Continuous
· He is promising to finish the work today.
· They are promising better service.
Past Simple
· I promised to be on time.
· She promised him an answer.

Future (will)
· I will promise to tell the truth.
· He will promise his support.

Present Perfect
· I have promised to help my neighbor.
· She has promised to return the book.


2. Promise [noun] A statement that someone will do something or that something will happen.
· She kept her promise.
· His words were a promise of change.

3. Promising [gerund as a noun] The act of making a promise.
· Promising to help is easy, but doing it is harder.
· He regrets promising too much.

4. Promising [gerund as an adjective]
· She has a promising future in music, She is a good musician.

Premise is a more formal or academic word. Basis [noun] and Base [verb] are a good synonyms for premise.

5. Premise [verb] To base something on an idea or assumption.
Present Simple
· The story premises its plot on a mistake.
· We premise our plan on trust.

Present Continuous
· The author is premising the argument on false data.
· They are premising the decision on cost.

Past Simple
· The theory was premised on incomplete evidence.
· He premised his claim on rumors.

Future (will)
· The report will premise its conclusions on research.
· She will premise her argument on facts.

Present Perfect
· The study has premised its findings on surveys.
· The case has been premised on witness statements.

6. Premise [noun] An idea or statement that is used as the basis for a reason, argument, or story.

7. Premising [gerund noun] The act of basing an idea or argument on a premise.
