wish (verb) – to hope for something to happen.

wishes (verb, 3rd person) – hopes or asks for something.

wishing (verb, present participle) – the act of hoping for something.

wish (noun) – a hope or desire for something.

Idiomatic expressions

For magical or serious desires
· Be careful what you wish for: Your wish might come true, but not in the way you expected, and with negative consequences.
· Example: He wished for fame, but after dealing with relentless paparazzi, he realized that he should have been careful what he wished for.
· Your wish is my command: This is a playful way of saying that you are ready to do whatever someone asks.
· Example: "Can you grab me a coffee?" "Your wish is my command!"
· A dying wish / a last wish: The final request of a person before they die.
· Example: It was his dying wish to have his ashes scattered in the ocean.
· I wouldn't wish that on my worst enemy: A statement used to say that a terrible experience was so bad, you would not want anyone, not even someone you dislike, to go through it.
· Example: The flu I had was awful; I wouldn't wish that on my worst enemy.
· If wishes were horses, beggars would ride: This proverb means that it's useless to wish for things that are not going to happen. Just dreaming won't change reality.
· Example: "I wish I were rich." "If wishes were horses, beggars would ride."
· Wish upon a star: To make a wish while looking at a star, in the hope that it will magically come true.
· Example: The girl closed her eyes and wished upon a star for a new puppy. 

For dismissive or skeptical wishes
· You wish! / I wish!: An informal, often sarcastic expression used to show that something is very unlikely to happen, even if you would like it to.
· Example: "You're going to win the lottery, right?" "I wish!"
· Wishful thinking: The belief that something will happen simply because you want it to, rather than because it is possible or realistic.
· Example: He thinks his band will be famous next year, but that's just wishful thinking. 

Common collocations
Verbs with "wish"
· Make a wish: To express a desire, often by blowing out birthday candles or seeing a shooting star.
· Example: She closed her eyes and made a wish before blowing out the candles.
· Grant a wish: To fulfill someone's wish.
· Example: The magical genie granted the young woman three wishes.
· Have/get one's wish: To have your desire fulfilled.
· Example: After years of saving, he finally got his wish and bought a house.
· Go against someone's wishes: To act contrary to what someone wants.
· Example: The family went against her wishes and sold her childhood home. 

Adjectives and nouns with "wish"
· Best wishes: A polite and common way to express hope for someone's future happiness, success, or well-being.
· Example: Best wishes for a successful career in your new job.
· Wish list: A list of things that someone wants, often for a birthday or Christmas.
· Example: My daughter is already working on her wish list for Santa.
· Wishing well: A well or fountain where people drop coins and make a wish.
· Example: We tossed a coin into the wishing well and hoped for good luck.
· A heartfelt/sincere wish: A deeply felt and genuine wish.
· Example: I offer my heartfelt wishes for your new marriage. 

Verb phrases with "wish"
· Wish someone well: To express good thoughts and hope for someone's future success or happiness.
· Example: We wished our colleague well on their last day.
· Wish someone luck: To hope that someone has good fortune.
· Example: I have a job interview tomorrow, so wish me luck!
· Wish for something: To have a desire for something to happen or for something to be different.
· Example: I wish for a peaceful resolution to this conflict.
