CLASS TIME
The majority of class time will take place during two learning intensive programs.

Part I – Friday, February 15, 2019 - Sunday, February 17, 2019 
Two-day intensive learning retreat. 
Location: Tremont Hotel, Galveston

Part II – Thursday, April 11, 2019
One-day intensive learning retreat. 
Location: Houston, Texas

Course Content
Includes local and national experts, donors, next gen alum, and hands-on workshops that focus on:

• Crafting your philanthropic story and legacy
• Roles of Nonprofits and Theories of Change
• Understanding the philanthropic landscape - locally and nationally
• Working with a team of professional advisors
• Evaluating nonprofits - financials and beyond
• Strategic philanthropy

Two one-hour advising sessions with a GHCF philanthropic advisor scheduled at your convenience.

Invitation to attend GHCF donor events with local and national speakers. Events and programming vary each 
year.

Upon completion of program, participants are invited to join the Next Gen Alumni Network and Giving Circle 
for continuing education and networking opportunities. Membership in the Next Gen alumni network is 
included for up to five years after completing the Institute.

•	 Desire to develop skills and knowledge around strategic philanthropy
