Healthy Food Retail Work Group: Dollar Store Academic Network 

Understanding the role of Dollar Stores in the community food environment has become a significant area of needed research and practice. HFR WG members recently formed a Dollar Store Academic Network with the goal of conducting a larger study of the Dollar Store food environment across diverse nationwide settings. 1.     Store-level data (i.e., in-store data related to food availability, pricing, and/or quality; staff surveys or interviews; other information related to crime, cleanliness, etc.)

2.     Customer/community-level data (i.e., surveys or interviews with Dollar Store customers or surrounding community members that provides perspective on how people view and utilize Dollar Stores, and how they function in the broader food environment and community).
