“When I joined Impact 100 Palm Beach County in
2012 in Boca Raton, there were just under 200 of us
gathered at Delray Beach Club. I remember writing
that first $1,000 check and wondering if this “100
women, $100,000, one grant” idea would really work
here. Thirteen years later, watching membership
soar past 800 strong and seeing us award almost $8
million in transformative grants still gives me
goosebumps. What started as a hopeful experiment
has become one of the most powerful forces for
good in South Florida, and I feel an immense pride
knowing I was part of the very first wave who said
yes before anyone could prove it would succeed.
