Eligibility
[bookmark: _30j0zll]The 3R3E award nominees will be evaluated based on the completeness of the application and supporting information provided by the nominator to substantiate the innovation impact on ongoing operations. Please note that project implementation must be within the past five (5) years and the process/methods implemented must still be operational to qualify.
The project is not required to be a capital investment, however, the project or operational change must demonstrate improvement/advancement in renewable energy generation, energy efficiency, and/or resource recovery with data that shows the pre-project or -operational change baseline performance and post implementation performance.  
Qualifying projects must be implemented in Wisconsin.
Consultants and vendors may submit projects; however, awards will be made to the utility/owner. 
Evaluation Criteria
Projects will be evaluated on the level of innovation relative to the award applicant, the impact of the innovation, collaboration in development and deployment, cost effectiveness of the project, submittal completeness, applicability to other facilities, and utility staff involvement.
