38 For I have come down from 
heaven, not to do my own will but the will of him who sent me. 39 And this is the 
will of him who sent me, that I should lose nothing of all that he has given me, but 
raise it up on the last day. 40 For this is the will of my Father, that everyone who 
looks on the Son and believes in him should have eternal life, and I will raise him 
up on the last day.” 41 So the Jews grumbled about him, because he said, “I am the 
bread that came down from heaven.” 42 They said, “Is not this Jesus, the son of 
Joseph, whose father and mother we know? How does he now say, ‘I have come 
down from heaven’?” 43 Jesus answered them, “Do not grumble among your-
selves. 44 No one can come to me unless the Father who sent me draws him. And I 
will raise him up on the last day. 45 It is written in the Prophets, And they will all be 
taught by God.’ Everyone who has heard and learned from the Father comes to 
me— 46 not that anyone has seen the Father except he who is from God; he has 
seen the Father. 47 Truly, truly, I say to you, whoever believes has eternal life. 48 I 
am the bread of life. 49 Your fathers ate the manna in the wilderness, and they 
died. 50 This is the bread that comes down from heaven, so that one may eat of it 
and not die. 51 I am the living bread that came down from heaven. If anyone eats 
of this bread, he will live forever. And the bread that I will give for the life of the 
world is my flesh.”

CATECHISM 
L We are reminded today that the Lord provides all things for His people. Our 
 heavenly Father gives us all we need for this body and life. Luther’s Small Cat-

echism explains what it means when we pray in the Lord’s Prayer, “Give us 
this day our daily bread.” What does this mean? 

C God certainly gives daily bread to everyone without our prayers, even to all 
evil people, but we pray in this petition that God would lead us to realize 
this and to receive our daily bread with thanksgiving. 
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L What is meant by daily bread? 
C Daily bread includes everything that has to do with the support and needs 

of the body, such as food, drink, clothing, shoes, house, home, land, ani-
mals, money, goods, a devout husband or wife, devout children, devout 
workers, devout and faithful rulers, good government, good weather, 
peace, health, self-control, good reputation, good friends, faithful neigh-
bors, and the like. 

L Realizing all we have comes from and is a gift from God, we come before 
Him in prayer of thanksgiving for the gifts of this earthly life and the promis-
es assured of forgiveness and eternal life through His Son, our Savior Jesus 
Christ.
