“Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his
blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of God. ‘°For if while

Y“And if anyone will not receive you or listen to your words, shake off the dust
from your feet when you leave that house or town. Truly, | say to you, it will be
more bearable on the day of judgment for the land of Sodom and Gomorrah than
for that town. **“Behold, | am sending you out as sheep in the midst of wolves, so
be wise as serpents and innocent as doves. *’Beware of men, for they will deliver
you over to courts and flog you in their synagogues, and you will be dragged be-
fore governors and kings for my sake, to bear witness before them and the Gen-
tiles. ®When they deliver you over, do not be anxious how you are to speak or
what you are to say, for what you are to say will be given to you in that hour. 2For
it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking through you.”
