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AS WE GATHER God’s Word instructs us to stay connected to Christ. We experi-

“For there is one God, and
there is one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself as a
ransom for all, which is the testimony given at the proper time” (1 Timothy 2:5-6).

OLD TESTAMENT Genesis 18:20-33

Then the LORD said, “Because the outcry against Sodom and Gomorrah is great
and their sin is very grave, 211 will go down to see whether they have done alto-
gether according to the outcry that has come to me. And if not, | will know.” **So
the men turned from there and went toward Sodom, but Abraham still stood be-
fore the LORD.
