Distribution of Student Items (June 1-4) 
Parents will arrive via the carline loop & traffic will be directed using cones to bring cars in the loop close to the back Café door. Staff 
will radio from parking lot to the staff in Café the student name, grade, and teacher for the bag that has been packed by the 
classroom teacher with all of the student items from the classroom (including yearbooks and pictures if purchased), place on a cart 
and roll out to the car for parent to take off the cart through the window. If a parent has multiple students, then belongings will be 
distributed at one time instead of parents needing to come back on a different day.
