Lawrence Little League Baseball All Stars

What is “All Stars?”

Little League All Stars or also known as ‘Tournament Season’ is an opportunity for players who want to continue to play during the summer.  
When does all-star season occur?

All Star Season typically runs from June 1 – July 31.  Practices will be limited until regular season ends on 6/16/2018.
How do I sign up for All Stars?

By attending any of the 3 scheduled all star parent meetings.  

We have a vacation scheduled during all star season - does this matter?

Even if you have a vacation scheduled - we highly encourage you to attend the meeting and register your player for all stars.  The handling of vacation conflicts will vary by team, but many times the team manager will coordinate player availability and make it work.  It is critical that all families be upfront and honest about vacations.  

Who is Managing and Coaching the All Star Teams?

Managers have not been chosen as of yet.  There is an application process and any rostered manager or coach from the Spring 2018 is eligible to apply.  The Little league President will select the Managers and will submit those names to the Little League Board for approval.   Assistant Coaches will be chosen by the Manager after the teams have been selected and will be submitted to the Little League President for the Little League Board to approve.  

How are team selections done?

The team manager along with the other managers from the divisions where players could be drawn from and Little League Board Members will meet and decide on the best possible team.  Team Managers will have final say on the team selected.   If interest is high enough, we may have more than one team at a specific age level (Usually at 7, 8 or 9).  Player cuts may be needed based on numbers and skill level of players.  
How competitive is it?

The competition level will increase as the ages get older.  There is a higher level of competition then during the Spring Rec Season.  While there is certainly more of a focus on winning during this season, it does vary by age level.  See below for a description of the expected level of competition and summary of rules.  

6 / 7 Year Old All Stars:

Two House Tournaments

All Coach Pitch and there is no score or standings kept.  Focus is strictly on fun and for the kids to continue learning the game.  All players will receive participation awards.  There will not be any Tournament Champions.  
8 Year Old All Stars:
Two House Tournaments

All player pitch and unlimited stealing of 2nd and 3rd base.  No stealing of home.  Players face all player pitching with walks and strikeouts.  Players continue to enhance their skills.  Beginning with is age group, score will be kept and there will be a tournament winner.  
9 Year Old All Stars:

Two House Tournaments

Players enter real 100% Baseball.  All player pitch and unlimited steals of all bases including home.  Players begin to focus on specific positions that are their strength.  Playing time begins to shift to a more skill based evaluation.  There are still minimum play requirements where all players are guaranteed to play.  
10 Year Old All Stars:

1 District Tournament 
1 House Tournament

Players enter ‘District Style Play’.   This is the first year of District Play where competition and play becomes much more competitive.  During the District Tournament, it is a traditional 9 players bat and the other players are substitutes.  There is a minimum play requirement, but all playing time is not equal and will be earned based on manager evaluation.    Winner of the District Tournament will advance to the next level of State Play.  
11 Year Old All Stars:

1 District Tournament 
1 House Tournament

District Play rules apply regarding playing 9 players with substitutes.  Minimum play requirements still apply.  Winner of the District Tournament will advance to the next level of State Play.  

12 Year Old All Stars:

1 District Tournament 
1 House Tournament

This is the most competitive level of All Stars.  District Play rules apply regarding playing 9 players with substitutes.  Minimum play requirements still apply.  Winner of the District Tournament will advance to the next level of State Play.  

House Tournament vs. District Tournament?
House Tournament:  All games are held at one Little League Site.  Typically each team is guaranteed 3 games and will advance beyond that based on results.  Winner does not advance beyond the Championship Game of each specific tournament.  All house tournaments will use continuous batting order and will have minimum play requirements in the field.  
District Tournament:  All games are held at various sites until you reach the semifinals, where all games are then held at one site.  This is a double loss style tournament.  Once a team losses twice – they are eliminated.   Winner of the tournament will continue on to the next level of State Play.  All District Tournaments will bat 9 players at any one time and will utilize Little League Substitution rules and playing requirements.    
What is the level of commitment?
The level of commitment will vary by age.  We do ask that players who participate in all stars should really have a passion and love for the game.  We do understand that families have vacations and other commitments during the summer but in order to be fair to all players on the team, players should be committed to the team while they are available to play.  

What is the practice / game schedule?

This will also vary by age level.  Typically prior to the start of the tournament, practices will be based on the below schedule.  Once games and tournament starts, practice schedule will vary based on game schedule.   The below are general guidelines of the practice time per age group.  The team manager and the coaching staff will ultimately decide on the amount of practice time and it could vary from the guideline below.   
6 / 7’s – 2-3 days per week

8’s – 3-4 days per week

9’s – 3-5 days per week

10’s – 4-5 days per week

11’s – 4-5 Days per week

12’s – 5-6 days per week
