Zelenak states, “our goal is to hold on to 

as many current Cocina 214 employees as we can.  We want to make this transition over to Crabby’s 

Oceanside as quickly as we can to ensure that the current workforces have as little down-time as possible.  

Our brand and our reputation are something we pride ourselves in, and Crabby’s Oceanside won’t deter 

from these objectives.”   

 Sarasota muralist, Matt McAllister, has also been contracted to design a mural on the south side 

of the new Crabby’s Oceanside.  McAllister was hired by the team at Beachside Hospitality Group to 

create the iconic “Clearwater Mural” located at Crabby’s Dockside in Clearwater Beach.  He also created 

a 2-story tiered beach scene mural along the front of another Beachside Hospitality Group location, The 

Salty Crab Bar & Grill in Ft. Myers Beach.  Along with the mural to be painted, McAllister plans to 

enhance the front of the building as well.  “The goal is to make it as clean and inviting as possible, while 

remaining true to the fun-natured area that is Daytona Beach.  It will definitely be a building you can’t 

wait to walk into.” 

 Beachside Hospitality Group and Crabby’s Oceanside will be handed over keys to the current 

building on Sunday, August 4

.  Design and planning will begin immediately following, with a projected
