THE LIGHTING OF THE CANDLES OF ADVENT
Today is the fourth Sunday of Advent, the Sunday of Love.

Our love is in God and in his son Jesus Christ. Like peace, love is a gift from God. It overtakes us and
fills us when we remember what God has done and what he has promised to do. Jesus shows us God’s
perfect love. He is God’s perfect love in human form. Those who believe in him and live in him, live in
love. Love transforms and perfects all things. It never ends.

THE LESSONS

The First Lesson: Micah 5:2-5a

Reader: You, O Bethlehem of Ephrathah, who are one of the little clans of Judah, from you shall come forth
for me one who is to rule in Israel, whose origin is from of old, from ancient days. Therefore he shall give
them up until the time when she who is in labor has brought forth; then the rest of his kindred shall return to
the people of Israel. And he shall stand and feed his flock in the strength of the LORD, in the majesty of the
name of the LORD his God. And they shall live secure, for now he shall be great to the ends of the earth; and
he shall be the one of peace.

Reader: The Word of the Lord.
People: Thanks be to God.

Psalm 80:1-7
Reader: Hear, O Shepherd of Israel, leading Joseph like a flock; *
People: shine forth, you that are enthroned upon the cherubim.

Reader: In the presence of Ephraim, Benjamin, and Manasseh, *
People: stir up your strength and come to help us.

Reader: Restore us, O God of hosts; *
People: show the light of your countenance, and we shall be saved.

Reader: O LORD God of hosts, *
People: how long will you be angered despite the prayers of your people?



Reader: You have fed them with the bread of tears; *
People: you have given them bowls of tears to drink.

Reader: You have made us the derision of our neighbors, *
People: and our enemies laugh us to scorn.

Reader: Restore us, O God of hosts; *
People: show the light of your countenance, and we shall be saved.

The Epistle: Hebrews 10:5-10

Reader: When Christ came into the world, he said, "Sacrifices and offerings you have not desired, but a body
you have prepared for me; in burnt offerings and sin offerings you have taken no pleasure. Then I said, 'See,
God, I have come to do your will, O God' (in the scroll of the book it is written of me)." When he said above,
"You have neither desired nor taken pleasure in sacrifices and offerings and burnt offerings and sin offerings"
(these are offered according to the law), then he added, "See, I have come to do your will." He abolishes the
first in order to establish the second. And it is by God's will that we have been sanctified through the offering
of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

Reader: The Word of the Lord.
People: Thanks be to God.

Gospel Hymn “The angel Gabriel from heaven came” Hymnal 265

Celebrant: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke.
People: Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Luke 1:39-55

Narrator: In those days Mary set out and went with haste to a Judean town in the hill country, where she
entered the house of Zechariah and greeted Elizabeth. When Elizabeth heard Mary's greeting, the child leaped
in her womb. And Elizabeth was filled with the Holy Spirit and exclaimed with a loud cry,

Elizabeth: "Blessed ate you among women, and blessed is the fruit of your womb. And why has this
happened to me, that the mother of my Lord comes to me? For as soon as I heard the sound of your greeting,
the child in my womb leaped for joy. And blessed is she who believed that there would be a fulfillment of
what was spoken to her by the Lord."

THE NICENE CREED

Celebrant and People: We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all
that is, seen and unseen. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the
Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with
the Father.

Celebrant: Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through our Lord Jesus Christ,
strengthen you in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. Awen.

Celebrant: We give thanks to you, O God, for the goodness and love which you have made known to us in
creation; in the calling of Israel to be your people; in your Word spoken through the prophets; and above all
in the Word made flesh, Jesus, your Son. For in these last days you sent him to be incarnate from the Virgin
Mary, to be the Savior and Redeemer of the world. In him, you have delivered us from evil, and made us
worthy to stand before you. In him, you have brought us out of error into truth, out of sin into righteousness,
out of death into life.

On the night before he died for us, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given thanks to you,
he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this
for the remembrance of me.” After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave
it to them, and said, “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and
for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”
Therefore, according to his command, O Father,

Celebrant and People: We remember his death,
We proclaim his resurrection,
We await his coming in glory;

Celebrant: And we offer our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving to you, O Lord of all; presenting to you,
from your creation, this bread and this wine. We pray you, gracious God, to send your Holy Spirit upon these
gifts that they may be the Sacrament of the Body of Christ and his Blood of the new Covenant. Unite us to
your Son in his sacrifice, that we may be acceptable through him, being sanctified by the Holy Spirit. In the
fullness of time, put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly country where,
with all your saints, we may enter the everlasting heritage of your sons and daughters; through Jesus Christ
our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the head of the Church, and the author of our salvation. By him, and
with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and
for ever. Amen.
