Liquid assets available to meet expenses totaled $83,128 on 6/30/2019.                       
 
Offering income was $7,924 less than budgeted for June and is $11,334 less than budgeted YTD.   
 

Preschool net income was $7,604 more than budgeted for June and is $10,438 more than budgeted YTD. 
 
Other Receipts included specified gifts of $15,225 for the organ, $313 for Siloé, $40 for youth ministries and $45 
for the Building Fund.  All were transferred to dedicated accounts.  Additionally, we received a grant of $10,000 this 
month.  Interest earned on CDs and Money Market accounts totaled $55.   
 
Non-Preschool Operating Expenses were $2,777 more than budgeted for June.    All categories were less than 
budgeted or within $400 except: 

Facilities:  Expenses were $3,582 more than budgeted this month and included the following:  Fire Alarm 
testing and battery replacements ($885), Welding and painting 11 locations on the back fence ($1,650), 
plumbing repairs ($150), deep cleaning the kitchen after renovations ($485), HVAC semiannual service 
($600), and church thermostat replacement ($200).  

 
Transfers for June included $4,000 to the building fund from the preschool funds.

Please set aside Sunday September 8th, 2019 for our 

ELCA Day of Service.  This year our work will be focused on 

supporting our men and women in the military.  

The first effort will be to prepare and distribute ‘Welcome 

Home’ bags for single Marines returning to Camp Pendleton 
from deployment.  These young men and women live 

on base in enlisted housing and generally have no 
family near.  The bags may contain snacks, Gatorade 

or powdered drink mix, thank you notes, towels, wash 
cloths, etc.   Anything that will make them feel 

comfortable after being overseas for 6 months or more. 

The second will effort will be in the support of military 

chaplains.  A generation ago our predecessor Lutheran church bodies had more than 

650 Federal Chaplains.  Today we have 152 ELCA 
chaplains ministering to more than 1.3 million service 

women and men in uniform, 826,000 reservists and 
National Guard.  Federal Chaplains may also minister 

to the D.O.D., the VA Medical facilities, and the 18
