 The Presider says, 
Bless the Lord who forgives all our sins. 
His mercy endures for ever. 
 
The Presider and People say the Decalogue: 
Hear the commandments of God to his people: 
I am the Lord your God who brought you out of bondage. 
You shall have no other gods but me. 
Amen. Lord have mercy. 
 

You shall not make for yourself any idol. 
Amen. Lord have mercy. 
 

You shall not invoke with malice the Name of the Lord your God. 
Amen. Lord have mercy. 
 

Remember the Sabbath Day and keep it holy. 
Amen. Lord have mercy. 
 

Honor your father and your mother. 
Amen. Lord have mercy. 
 

You shall not commit murder. 
Amen. Lord have mercy. 
 

You shall not commit adultery.

we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; 
that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways, to the glory of your Name. Amen. 
 
The Presider offers absolution, saying, 
Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen 
you in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. Amen.

We hear a reading from the Hebrew Bible: 
 

 A reading from Genesis.  
 

God said to Noah and to his sons with him, “As for me, I am establishing my covenant with you and 
your descendants after you, and with every living creature that is with you, the birds, the domestic 
animals, and every animal of the earth with you, as many as came out of the ark. I establish my 
covenant with you, that never again shall all flesh be cut off by the waters of a flood, and never again 
shall there be a flood to destroy the earth.” God said, “This is the sign of the covenant that I make 
between me and you and every living creature that is with you, for all future generations: I have set my 
bow in the clouds, and it shall be a sign of the covenant between me and the earth. When I bring 
clouds over the earth and the bow is seen in the clouds, I will remember my covenant that is between 
me and you and every living creature of all flesh; and the waters shall never again become a flood to 
destroy all flesh. When the bow is in the clouds, I will see it and remember the everlasting covenant 
between God and every living creature of all flesh that is on the earth.” God said to Noah, “This is the 
sign of the covenant that I have established between me and all flesh that is on the earth.” Genesis 9:8-17 
 

 Here ends the reading.  
 

 We sing Psalm 25:1-9. The Cantor sings the first half of each verse, and the congregation responds, alternating high and low voices as 
indicated. Please join in at home.

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The Deacon introduces the Gospel saying 
The Holy Gospel of our Savior Jesus Christ according to Mark. 
Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
 

 In those days Jesus came from Nazareth of Galilee and was baptized by John in the Jordan. And just 
as he was coming up out of the water, he saw the heavens torn apart and the Spirit descending like a 
dove on him. And a voice came from heaven, “You are my Son, the Beloved; with you I am well 
pleased.” 
 

And the Spirit immediately drove him out into the wilderness. He was in the wilderness forty days, 
tempted by Satan; and he was with the wild beasts; and the angels waited on him. 
Now after John was arrested, Jesus came to Galilee, proclaiming the good news of God, and saying, 
“The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God has come near; repent, and believe in the good news.”

 Sermon  The Preacher breaks the bread of God’s word. 

 
 After a brief time of stillness, we affirm our faith. Please join in at home. 

 

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty,  
maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. 
 

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, 
the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, 
God from God, Light from Light, 
true God from true God, begotten, not made,  
of one Being with the Father;  
through him all things were made.  
For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, 
was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary and became truly human. 
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; 
he suffered death and was buried.  
On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures;  
he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,  
and his kingdom will have no end. 
 

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,  who proceeds from the Father, 
who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified,  
who has spoken through the prophets. 
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.  
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. 
We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.

 The Deacon says, 
 
 
 
Intercessor 

We are baptized to lift up, day by day, all the needy world to God. Let us pray for all who are in need, 
saying, Have mercy, O Lord. 
 
For the Church, that all who have found God’s promise in the waters of baptism may enter gladly into 
the testing time of Lent, we pray: 

All Have mercy, O Lord. 
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Intercessor For the Church, that those preparing for Confirmation [N. …], may walk with us these forty days and 
know both Satan’s testing and God’s reign, we pray: 

All Have mercy, O Lord. 
 

Intercessor For our world, that all living creatures may find goodness on the earth, or home, where life and death 
may both be God’s blessing, we pray: 

All Have mercy, O Lord. 
 

Intercessor For deliverance, that in the wastelands made by our greed and indifference we may fast from evil and 
grow hungry for justice, we pray: 

All Have mercy, O Lord. 
 

Intercessor For ourselves in this community, that we may strain forward toward Easter, caring for our sick and 
needy, remembering our dead, and in our every deed believing the Good News, we pray: 

All Have mercy, O Lord. 
 

Intercessor For all those who have claim to our intercession, we pray. 
 In the stillness that follows, prayers may be added silently, aloud at home, or in Zoom’s chat box. 

 
The Presider concludes with this collect: 

 God of wild beasts and of angels, of waters and wilderness, remember us; remember all whom we 
remember; remember the covenant you made with every living creature, for that is our bond with you 
now and for ever. Amen.

Setting  David Hurd 

 

 The Presider continues the Eucharistic Prayer.  
Blessed are you, gracious God, creator and sustainer of all that is: through wisdom who was with you 
when your purpose first unfolded, you called us into life and formed us in your image and likeness.  
She sought to guide us and help us in your truth, but we turned away and were deaf to your call.  
In the fulness of time, you spoke again, and your word was Jesus: bone of our bone, flesh of our flesh. 
 

On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Savior Jesus Christ took bread; 
and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said,  
“Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” 
 

After supper Jesus took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, 
“Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for all for the 
forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.” 
 

 Therefore, O God, according to Jesus’ command, 
People We remember Christ’s death,  

We proclaim Christ’s resurrection,  
We await Christ’s coming in glory; 
 

 The Presider continues the Eucharistic Prayer 
Accept, O God, our sacrifice of praise, this memorial of our redemption. Send your Holy Spirit upon 
these gifts.  Let them be for us the Body and Blood of your Son.  Send your Holy Spirit upon us, 
and make us bearers of your word in the company of the Blessèd Virgin Mary, Blessèd Paul the Apostle, 
Blessèd Francis of Assisi, [Blessèd N.,] and all your saints who have done your will through the ages. 
 

All this we ask through Jesus Christ our Savior. By Christ, and with Christ, and in Christ, in the unity 
of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty God, now and for ever. 

All AMEN. 
 

 As our Savior Christ has taught us, we now pray, 
Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your Name, 
     your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as in heaven. 
Give us today our daily bread. 
Forgive us our sins as we forgive those who sin against us. 
Save us from the time of trial, and deliver us from evil. 
For the kingdom, the power, and the glory are yours, 
     now and for ever. Amen. 
 

 The Presider breaks the bread. A period of silence is kept, then is said 
Presider Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us. 
People Therefore let us keep the feast.  

 

Presider The gifts of God for the people of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, 
and feed on him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving. 
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 For those who will be consuming their own, unconsecrated bread or other food, the Presider offers an agape blessing: 
 O God, you reveal in each of your servants the signs of your presence:  

As we gather we experience the spirit of your love.  
In our companionship, in person or in this virtual time of gathering with one another,  
we pray that your abounding grace may increase among us; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 
 

 All may now consume the blessed Sacrament or the Agape feast. 
 

 This action completed, the Presider leads a prayer of thanksgiving: 
All Blessed are you, O God.  

You bring forth nourishment and refreshment from the earth,  
and you have fed us on our way with the bread of life in the Body of your Son Jesus Christ.   
Sustain us through the power of the Holy Spirit,  
guide us in the way of your love,  
and bring us to that day when we can once again share the bread of life at the altar of your love.  
As grain scattered upon the earth is gathered into one loaf,  
so gather your Church in every place through your Son.  
May this time together and moment of agape,  
which is the selfless love we know through Jesus,  
strengthen us in the coming weeks and months  
as we prepare to serve as he did. 
To you be glory and power for ever and ever.  Amen.
