POLICIES AND GUIDELINES

PARENT CLUB ORGANIZATION- PARENT VOLUNTEER
Family involvement in community building, fundraising, and volunteering supports the school’s mission and thriving community. Volunteerism reflects parent partnership and dedication to enhancing the St. Brendan community culture and educational experience. The following is an outline of the Parent
Volunteer Commitment agreed upon at time of enrollment.
REQUIREMENTS
· Each two-parent family is required to give a minimum of 45 volunteer hours each year
or 30 volunteer hours for single-parent households. Hours must be completed by a parent, guardian, or grandparent. Prior approval or exceptions may be made for current student volunteers and/or high school students.

· Volunteer opportunities and reporting will be completed using the St. Brendan Catholic School Volunteer Management System, VolunteerHub (https://stbrendan.volunteerhub.com/vv2/).

· Volunteer activities and opportunities not listed on VolunteerHub or listed below can be approved by e-mailing the VolunteerHub team.

· In the event that a family may not be able to fulfill their volunteer commitment, they are
responsible for reaching out to volunteerhub@school.saintbrendan.org. Accommodation to your commitment may be agreed upon.

· The Volunteer reporting follows the school calendar, starting and ending on June 1st.
· A fine of $25 per unfulfilled hour will be invoiced in June. Unpaid fines and unfulfilled commitments may impact enrollment eligibility or withholding of report cards.

WHAT QUALIFIES FOR PARENT VOLUNTEER?
Any adult volunteer service or needs that are performed for the school, St. Brendan parish, parent club, teachers and/or classroom qualifies as reportable volunteer time. Areas include, but are not limited to:
· Various tasks for a teacher/classroom or school administration
· Recess monitors, lunchroom assistants, library support
· Carpool safety
· Chaperoning field trips
· Number of volunteers and capacity is limited.
· 5th grade Environment Education week receive 45 hours filled; drivers receive 5 hours
· 8th grade San Juan Trip receive 45 hours, drivers receive 5 hours
· Volunteers for events (examples: family fun events, Auction, Holiday Craft Fair, photo day, concessions, etc.)
· Enrichment programs, CYO sports, and activities (Coaching, Robotics club, Speech Club)
· Teaching Middle School electives
· Bake Sale for Holiday Craft Fair (specified allotment)
· Work parties for school facilities and grounds

· Chaperoning Middle School dances
· School committees, commissions, or boards (such as Advancement, Technology, Facilities, Finance, Parent Club Board, School Commission, etc.)

VOLUNTEER EXCLUSIONS
Parent engagement creates a safe and nurturing atmosphere, while promoting self-esteem and confidence in your child(ren). Here are examples of what does not count:
· Watching your child in a performance or sporting event
· Attending the field trip without being designated as an official chaperone or driver
· Attending parent/teacher conferences
· Attending sacramental prep or faith formation classes
· Programs or activities not part of the school community (Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, Club or Select athletic teams, etc.)
· Commute time to get to/from school or to volunteer event
· Student enrichment coordinated by 3rd party organizations (Washington D.C. trip)
· Time to fulfill commitments (family auction procurement, shopping for supplies, staff appreciation, etc.)

STUDENT VOLUNTEER POLICY
Enrolled students do not earn volunteer credit towards Parent Volunteer Commitment. Service is part of the St. Brendan Catholic School Student Expectations and part of the curriculum. Volunteer service is considered a student leadership opportunity and/or student enrichment.
