Ryan Coogler’s gory and glorious ‘Sinners,’ a South-
ern vampire horror-musical, is not merely a great 
movie but an eternal movie, one that will transcend 
today’s box office and tomorrow’s awards to live on as 
a forever favorite. “Sinners” is set in 1932 Mississippi 
where a preacher’s teenage son, Sammie (Miles Caton), 
is risking his soul to sing with a guitar.
