Balloons launch early Saturday & Sunday mornings of 
the festival, then Saturday evening there is a Night Glow in Centennial Park (weather permitting for 
all events). The Chamber is slowly growing the event each year with the intention of increasing the 
amount of nights spent in Hot Springs and highlighting the many attractions, businesses and 
activities that Hot Springs has to oHer.
