Fernando Pérez Martin of Madrid, Spain, a dedicated team member of the work of the TOS at the 

international level, passed to peace in February at the age of 92. As our Spanish language coordinator for 

close to 20 years, Fernando worked tirelessly to nurture service activity amongst our members in Latin 

America, corresponding with them, providing inspiring suggestions for projects, publishing a newsletter in 

Spanish and designing and continually enriching a website. He translated countless core TOS documents 

and was always available to provide sage counsel to our former International Secretary.  

 

As Director of the TOS within Spain, Fernando also did a great deal to stimulate service, organising 

seminars with well-balanced programmes exploring themes of central importance to the TOS.  He never 

failed to emphasize the essential inner work of self-transformation necessary for a life of truly selfless 

service.   



 



Fernando opened his home on Wednesdays for the study meetings of the Rakoczy Branch of the TS in 

Madrid. Mondays were dedicated to TOS work, especially the performance of various rituals – for 

healing, world peace and cooperation with the angelic kingdom.  

 

 

Until December 2018 – just two months before his death – he was still working devotedly for the TS and 

TOS. He was greatly loved by his fellow members in Madrid – Alfonso, Juan, Rafa, Fernando, Guillermo, 

José Luis and many others – to whom we offer our kind thoughts, as they continue the work without him.

Fernando’s accomplishments were not limited to his national and international TOS work, and his 

presidency of the Rakoczy Branch in Madrid. Angels Torra Buron, the current head of the TS in Spain, 

tells us, in her tribute posted below, that he had been a member of the TS since the 1970s, filling the role 

of General Secretary from April 1985 until December 1987 during the delicate period when Spain was 

recovering from the 36 year dictatorship of General Franco. Fernando took the initiative of applying for 

permission for the TS to hold meetings openly and legally again. “He earned the respect and 

consideration of all the brothers and sisters who knew him”, writes Angels.

Nuestro hermano Fernando Pérez, Presidente de la Rama Rakoczy, falleció en Madrid a finales de febrero, 

a los 92 años de edad.

Miembro de la Sociedad Teosófica desde el año 1978, fue Secretario General de la misma de abril de 1985 

hasta diciembre de 1987. Cuando en España se pudieron legalizar las Asociaciones que anteriormente 

estuvieron prohibidas en el país, Fernando solicitó que la Sociedad Teosófica fuera reconocida para que 

pudiera actuar de manera abierta y legal.  



Más tarde, se le nombró responsable de la Orden Teosófica de Servicio, cargo que ha ostentado hasta el 

final. Fue bien conocido y apreciado en las secciones americanas de la OTS por el trabajo de traducción 

que hizo de todo lo referente a esta Orden. 

Una vida dedicada a la Teosofía, así como al trabajo interno personal han hecho que Fernando se ganara el 

respeto y la consideración de todos los hermanos que le conocieron.
