The expansion of the Brentwood campus would give Shepherd’s Gate some
critical components that they currently have at the Livermore campus:
e Learning center where the women will have the opportunity to earn their GED, attend math, reading and
writing workshops, money management classes, computer courses and online college courses.
e Inthe career phase, they will discover which profession is right for them. Career coaches will host a
variety of career classes for resume writing, how to use job search tools and interview skills.
o Two offices for case managers who are currently occupy a bedroom that could house more women and
children.
e A multi-purpose room for older children to work on their homework and have activities after school.
There would be two or three computers in this room for the children to compete their homework at
which is required in the school districts.

We have estimated the cost to build the Shepherd’s Gate Learning & Career Center to be $300,000 and we are
asking for your support to help off-set the costs of the project with in-kind donations.
