See
Mandela’s cell in prison, it's roughly seven square feet, and hear
what life was like for him and the other prisoners there, including
how he was made to dig in a quarry when officials found out he was
acting as a leader during a prisoner rebellion. As part of our Cultural
Discovery Series, join us tonight before dinner for a discussion with
Christo Brand, a former prison warden who was responsible for
guarding Nelson Mandela on Robben Island, and later at Pollsmoor
Prison. Mr. Brand will share his personal experiences and insights
on Apartheid, and his friendship with Nelson Mandela. He is also
the author of the book Mandela: My Prisoner, My Friend.

Remarkably preserved in its natural state, Victoria
Falls inspires visitors as much today as it did David Livingstone in
the 1860’s. The falls and the surrounding area have been declared
National Parks and a World Heritage Site, thus preserving the
area from excessive commercialization. On arrival at Victoria Falls
Airport, you will be met by a representative who will escort you to
your hotel. The rest of the afternoon is at leisure to relax. Later join
us for a sunset cruise on the mighty Zambezi River. The cruise is
a superb way to relax and enjoy the beauty of the river. Be on the
lookout for a variety of games; including hippo, crocodile, elephant
and sometimes even rhino in their home environment, as well as
many different bird species.
