
Do you or someone you love have 
Prader-Willi syndrome (PWS)?

Harmony Biosciences is seeking people ages 
6-65 with PWS to enroll in a clinical trial

We will be studying the safety and impact of an 
investigational medication on excessive daytime sleepiness, 

cognition, and behavioral function in people with PWS.

What is required?
Your participation in the trial lasts approximately 4 months. During that time, there are 5 planned visits.

Patient Caregiver
If you are a patient... 

At your visits, you’ll participate 
in sleep tests and have general 

check-ins on how you’re feeling. 
You’ll also need to keep a sleep diary 

for the first 2 weeks, and a dosing 
diary once you start treatment.

If you are a caregiver... 
You’ll attend all visits with the patient 
and help provide information to the 
trial researchers.

Visit 5
At your last visit, 

you’ll take the 
daytime and 

nighttime sleep 
tests again and 
decide whether 
 to continue on 
the medication.

Visit 1
Initial screening 
and start your 

2-week sleep diary.

All Visits
If you’re the caregiver of someone with PWS, here are some things you should know about your role:

You will be asked 
to complete 
questionnaires 
on the patient’s 
symptoms and 
your own caregiver 
burden.

You’ll need to 
accompany the 
patient to all visits.

You may need to 
help make sure the 
patient keeps their 
sleep and dosing 
diaries up to date.

The trial site will 
check in with 
you via phone 
between visits.

Visits 3 & 4
The next two visits are check-ins, 

which can be done at the site or in your 
home with a nurse.

Visit 2
Take nighttime and 

daytime sleep tests to 
confirm your eligibility. 
If you’re eligible, you’ll 

begin to take your 
medication (once daily 

in the morning upon 
wakening) and keep 

a dosing diary.
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
