The offertory this morning, Amazing Grace, was written by John Newton, an 
English clergyman and former slave ship captain, in 1772. Following a trou-
bled life and a near-death experience during a violent storm at sea, Newton 
penned the words to Amazing Grace. The experience deeply influenced his 
later writings, particularly his conversion to Christianity and his perspective 
on grace and redemption as he became a leading abolitionist. Today, Amaz-
ing Grace is one of America’s most beloved songs.
