Our church will open its doors to approximately 35 adults and teenagers from 
North American Lutheran Church Disaster Response June 14-20. The group 
will work on local projects with the Polk County Long-Term Recovery Group 
during that week.  
 

Bill Sullivan, Stephanie Greene and Amy McGrath are coordinating hospitality 
for our church. Mary Bates, NALC Disaster Response Coordinator, has visited 
to help work out details. You may have met her at our barbecue/strawberry 
dinner.  
 

This probably will be the largest number of people who have ever stayed in 
our church for several days. The visitors will bed down in the back portions of 
our facility and use our kitchen, Fellowship Hall and bathrooms. They will bring 
a shower trailer. During the day, they will work at as many as 10 sites identi-
fied by PCLTRG. The team will include a licensed contractor, and everyone 
has done this before, Bill said – even the teenagers, who are 16 to 18.
