The First Lesson (seated) 1 Kings 19:15-16,19-21

The LoRrp said to Elijah, “Go, return on your way to the wilderness of Damascus;
when you arrive, you shall anoint Hazael as king over Aram. Also you shall anoint
Jehu son of Nimshi as king over Israel; and you shall anoint Elisha son of Shaphat
of Abel-meholah as prophet in your place.” So he set out from there, and found
Elisha son of Shaphat, who was plowing.

The Second Lesson (seated) Galatians 5:1,13-25

For freedom Christ has set us free. Stand firm, therefore, and do not submit again
to a yoke of slavery. For you were called to freedom, brothers and sisters; only do
not use your freedom as an opportunity for self-indulgence, but through love
become slaves to one another. For the whole law is summed up in a single
commandment, “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” If, however, you bite
and devour one another, take care that you are not consumed by one another. Live
by the Spirit, I say, and do not gratify the desires of the flesh. For what the flesh
desires is opposed to the Spirit, and what the Spirit desires is opposed to the flesh;
for these are opposed to each other, to prevent you from doing what you want. But
if you are led by the Spirit, you are not subject to the law. Now the works of the
flesh are obvious: fornication, impurity, licentiousness, idolatry, sorcery, enmities,
strife, jealousy, anger, quarrels, dissensions, factions, envy, drunkenness,
carousing, and things like these. I am warning you, as I warned you before: those
who do such things will not inherit the kingdom of God. By contrast, the fruit of
the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentleness,
and self-control. There is no law against such things. And those who belong to
Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. If we live by the
Spirit, let us also be guided by the Spirit.

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The Invitation to Communion

All those who seek the Lord are welcome and invited to receive Holy

Communion at this time. Should you desire to receive, the ushers will direct you to
one of the stations where the priest will offer you the host by placing the wafer in
your outstretched palms. To receive the wine, guide the base of the chalice to your
lips, tipping it slightly toward your lips, take a sip of wine, then tip chalice back
toward the minister and release your fingers from the base of the chalice. If you

do not wish to receive the wine, but would like to partake in this sacramental act,
simply touch the chalice with your finger as the minister pronounces the words.
Alternatively, simply fold your arms across your chest, and the minister will refrain
from offering you the chalice. After receiving Communion, you may return to your

seat.
