Dr. Ron Rand’s Biography

Dr. Ron Rand is an ordained Presbyterian pastor. After receiving a BA from the University
of North Dakota, he attended Hebrew Union College, and joined a month long excavation at
Tel Gezer in Israel. He then attended Princeton, McCormick and United Theological
Seminaries. His D Min thesis in 1974 was: Equipping Members for Ministry and Missions!

His first pastorate of 5 years was with a small-sized rural congregation in Mora, Minnesota
which the Lord Doubled in size and enabled the building of a new sanctuary in 1969.

In 1972, God called him to serve as an Associate Pastor of Evangelism, Community, and
Cross-Cultural Missions, and in 1984 as Co-Pastor with Dr. Jerry Kirk. During his 18 years
the College Hill Presbyterian Church, a congregation of 2300 members in Cincinnati, Ohio,
the Lord enabled a 109% decadal growth in membership through HELPER -How to Equip
Lay People to Evangelize Regularly.

Church Growth Pioneer, Pastor, and Fuller Seminary professor Dr. Peter Wagner highly
recommends churches from a variety of denominations to invite Ron to conduct HELPER
Practicums at their earliest convenience.

Ron is currently the Founder and Director of Up Building Ministries™ which several lay
persons helped him began in 1990. Its mission is to “Equip men, women, youth, and teens
to express their Christian faith in practical ways by both life and lips!”

God has blessed Ron with numerous International opportunities to equip pastors and laity
in HELPER Evangelism on mission fields in Brazil, Haiti, Japan, Mexico, South Africa, and
Taiwan. This resulted in his authoring the book Won By One in 1988.

In 1981, while meditating on Malachi 4:6, Ron felt the Lord calling him to equip fathers to
upbuild their family relationships. He began The FATHERS™ Team International Ministry,
soon to celebrate its 45" anniversary! In 1986 he authored the book For Fathers Who Aren’t
In Heaven together with a 2-year FATHERS Curriculum for groups as small as 3 fathers.

God has gifted Ron with excellent health, creativity, an engaging sense of humor, and an
amazing ability to simplify profound Biblical truths. His love for the Lord and people of all
ages is evident in all that he does. His enthusiasm is contagious!

Ron’s story-telling style of communicating as made him a popular speaker for churches of
many different denominations. For 6 years, he was a regular speaker at Promise Keepers™
and for 12 years at chapel services for both MLB Baseball and NFL football teams.

1 Peter 4:10-11 reveals his goal to use the Gifts God has Graciously given him to help any
church of any size that desires to equip its laity to do the work of the Ministry and Upbuild
the Body of Christ, that in everything God may be Glorified through Jesus Christ!
